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Resumen

La presente tesis, Toponimia Hispdnica de Manila, es el fruto de un trabajo de investigacién llevado a cabo
entre 2017 y 2021, en el marco de mi estancia en la capital filipina. Este trabajado ha tenido tres etapas
metodolégicas: la compilacion de topdnimos por medio de encuestas, el contraste de los datos con otras
fuentes escritas y mi trabajo de campo recorriendo toda Metro Manila en motocicleta.

651 informantes han completado 803 encuestas, obteniendo una lista inicial de mds de 8.000
topénimos. Estos informantes viven o guardan una relacién estrecha con cada uno de los distritos y
barangays de Metro Manila. Para cada area, se han realizado varias encuestas, y algunos informantes han
proporcionado datos fiables de varias areas. Se ha priorizado a personas jovenes con educacion superior
y sin conocimiento de la historia hispanica de Manila, pues la lista se centra en topdnimos muy utilizados
con altas posibilidades de pervivencia. Mi agradecimiento hacia estos informantes es y serd eterno,
muchos procedentes de la Universidad de Santo Tomds. Todos ellos aparecen mencionados.

Para considerar un topdnimo, este debe ser hispanico, encontrarse en el drea administrativa de
la National Capital Region de Filipinas, y debe ser suficientemente relevante, cumpliendo al menos alguno
de los siguientes criterios: estar presente antes de la Batalla de Manila de 1945, ser mds grande que una
cuadra, ser un nombre oficial o cumplir una funcién social relevante. La lista inicial de mas de 8.000
entradas se ha revisado cuatro veces y el nimero final de topénimos obtenido es de 4.712.

Una vez obtenida la lista final, he llevado a cabo cuatro estudios especificos, correspondientes a
distintos capitulos: La evolucidn de los topdnimos de Manila desde 1898, la toponimia social hispanica de
Metro Manila, la toponimia geografica hispanica de Metro Manila y los topdnimos mayores de Espafia
presentes actualmente en Manila. Ademds, se han afadido anexos sobre topdnimos histéricos no
conservados, toponimos inicialmente considerados pero finalmente descartados, y dos anexos de

contextualizacién linguistica.
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Chapter 1

Introduction

In this research, | compile and analyze the Hispanic place names in the region of Metro Manila,
Philippines, based on the information given in 803 surveys filled by 651 informants, and my personal
fieldwork in the area between 2017 and 2020. The data have been contrasted with other written sources
and analyzed between 2017 and 2021.

The Philippines was under Spanish colonial rule between 1571 and 1898, after some previous
expeditions. The islands were discovered by the Castilian explorers in 1521, during the circumnavigation
of Juan Sebastian Elcano and Ferdinand Magellan (1519-1522) (Phelan, 1967).

The City of Manila was founded by Miguel Lopez de Legazpi in 1571 over previous settlements
influenced by local peoples, Indonesian Hindus, Hokkien Chinese traders, and the Sultanate of Brunei. The
Hispanic influence in Manila started in the second half of the 16th century and extended until World War
I, time after the American rule of the Philippines started in 1898. The Spanish occupation of the previous
settlements and the city growth until the end of the 19th century introduced a vast number of Hispanic
place names, but some previous names were preserved too (Lesho & Sippola, 2018; Quilis & Casado-
Fresnillo, 2008). After the Spanish control of Manila, some of these nhames changed while others have
remained (Berg & Vuolteenaho, 2009; Stolz & Warkne, 2016). The historical City of Manila comprises an
area of 42.88 km? and it had a population of 1,780,148 people in 2015 (Census of Population [CP], 2015).
In 1903, the historical City of Manila had a population of 219,928 people (Stinner & Bacol-Montilla, 1981,
p. 8).

The National Capital Region of the Philippines, popularly known as Metro Manila or Metropolitan

Manila, comprises an area of 619.57 km?, and it is constituted by 16 cities and one municipality: The City
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of Manila, Caloocan, Las Pinas, Makati, Malabon, Mandaluyong, Marikina, Muntinlupa, Navotas,
Parafiaque, Pasay, Pasig, Quezon City, San Juan, Taguig, Valenzuela, and the municipality of Pateros. It is
the economic, political, and social core of the Philippines, and it is placed in the central-western part of
the island of Luzon. It had more than 12.8 million inhabitants in 2015 (CP, 2015) -in 2020 it is estimated it
has more than 14 million inhabitants. These cities and municipality form an urban continuum that extends
over the surrounding provinces comprising more than 25 million people, being one of the largest urban
areas in the world (Demographia, 2019, p. 23). In 1903, Metro Manila had a population of 330,345 people
(Stinner & Bacol-Montilla, 1981, p. 5).

The region is placed in the alluvial lands around Pasig River, which connects Manila Bay and
Laguna de Bay, the largest inner lake in Luzon Island. Metro Manila presents four geographical zones:
Coastal Margin, Guadalupe Plateau, Marikina Valley, and Laguna Margin (Japan International Cooperation
Agency & National Economic Development Authority [JICA & NEDA], 2014). The Coastal Margin is a flat
and low area besides the cost of Manila Bay, where many creeks (esteros) flow and where the most
relevant Spanish colonial activity was established. The Guadalupe Plateau, placed in the central-northern
area of the region, comprises vast plains that connect Metro Manila with North Luzon. Marikina Valley,
marked by Marikina River, is placed to the east and it is formed by the spurs of Sierra Madre, whose first
hills are found in Quezon City. Laguna Margin, besides Laguna de Bay lake, is a flat and low zone that
connects the south-eastern area of Metro Manila (Muntinlupa, Parafiaque, Taguig) with South Luzon.

The Spanish linguistic influence in Manila began in the second half of the 16th century and
extended until World War Il, some decades after the American rule of the country started in 1898. The
occupation of the previous settlements and the city growth introduced a vast number of Hispanic place
names that coexisted with previous local names (Lesho & Sippola, 2018), Spanish language spread among

elites, and a Spanish creole, Chabacano Ermitaiio, developed in the district of Ermita. After the Spanish
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control of Manila, both the Spanish and Chabacano Ermitafio languages disappeared, and some of the
former Hispanic place names changed in favor of English, Tagalog, international, or new Hispanic names,
while others have remained (Berg & Vuolteenaho, 2009; Ira & Medina, 1977; National Historical Institute
(Philippines) [NHIP], 2006; Stolz & Warkne, 2016). During the 20th and the 21st centuries, Manila's
transformation into a megalopolis also introduced new Spanish place names due to the direct influence
of Spanish culture and language, marketing reasons, or due to Spanish loans in Philippine languages and
eponyms.

Manila is the evolution of the word May-Nila. May indicates existence while Nila refers to indigo

plant (Sanskrit Language Nila): There is indigo plant.

1.1. History of Manila

The current area of Metro Manila has been populated by humans at least since the Neolithic Period (6000-
300 BCE) (Morley, 2018, p. 18), and its earliest written document is the Laguna Copperplate Inscription,
dated to around 900 ACE (Postma, 1992). The preeminent people in the region are Tagalog, who arrived
due to Austronesian migrations and expansion (Constantino, 1975). The first human presence recorded
in the island of Luzon dates to around 65,000 BCE: the Callao Man in the province of Cagayan. Before the
arrival of the Spanish colonizers, areas north of the Pasig River like Tondo and Namayan (Sapa) seemed to
be more relevant (Alejandro & Yuson, 2000; Dery, 2001; Scott, 1994).

Some authors state that, by the mid-13th century, a settlement in the current area of Manila was
attacked by Brunei’s’ commander Rajah Ahmad, establishing a Muslim locality (Henson, 1955; Majul,
1973; Santiago, 1990). However, there is also evidence that by the mid-14th century the area was a
position of the Indonesian Hindu empire of Majapahit, under the name of Seludong or Serudung

(Agoncillo, 1990). By the end of the 15th century, the sultanate of Brunei under the rule of sultan Bolkian
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attacked and conquered the current area of Metro Manila, and he governed until the arrival of the Spanish
colonizers (Dery, 2001; Majul, 1973; Reed, 1978; Santiago, 1990). However, the Hindu influence did not
disappear, especially north of the Pasig River. The area had about 2,000 inhabitants (Morley, 2018, p. 19)
and it experienced prosperous trading activities with China, Malaysia, and Indonesia.

In 1570, a Spanish expedition led by Martin de Goiti and Juan de Salcedo unsuccessfully tried to
conquer the area. But on May 19, 1571, a new Spanish attempt led by Miguel Lopez de Legazpi achieved
the conquest and established the City of Manila, partly thanks to the tensions between the local Muslim
and Hindu leaders: Rajah Matanda, Rajah Sulayman, and Lakan Dula. Manila and its bay offered a safe and
fertile location for trading and production. The conquest was certified on June 19, 1572, and in 1595
Manila was officially recognized as the capital of the Philippines (Agoncillo, 1990). The Chinese community
exceeded the Spanish population, they did not accept the new commercial rules and taxes, and they
unsuccessfully upraised in 1574, and then in 1603, 1662, and 1686. On each occasion, the Chinese revels
were defeated, and consequently, the Chinese community was separated in specific districts of the city
and was forced to adopt Christianism. These new Chinese districts, called Parianes, showed prosperous
trading, the Chinese people there were known as Sangley -from Hokkien Chinese Siang Lai, Sang-Li: a
person that is constantly coming and trading, and from that, a Chinese person (See, Juan, Yu, & Chua,
2007; Chu, 2012; Kléter, 2011).

Manila became the core of the Spanish Empire in Asia, and it was administered from the
Viceroyalty of New Spain, namely Central America and Mexico, until the independence of this territory in
1821. During that period, the Galleon of Acapulco-Manila, the first transpacific steady communication,
connected Asia, America, and subsequently, Europe, becoming one of the main trading routes in the

world, and transforming Manila into a cosmopolitan capital. From 1821 to 1898, Manila was directly run
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by the mother country (Schurz, 1985; Angara, Carifio, & Ner, 2014; Fish, 2011; Giraldez, 2015; Zaragoza,
1990).

After a fire in 1583, many buildings in Manila were constructed using volcanic stone and the city
was fortified in order to face Chinese and European attacks, giving birth to the district of Intramuros, the
core of the Spanish Manila, where administrative, military, and religious powers resided. The Colegio de
Nuestra Sefiora del Santisimo Rosario -currently, University of Santo Tomas- was founded there in 1611,
and today it is the oldest uninterrupted university in Asia under western lines. Chinese, Muslim, Japanese,
and native communities had restricted access to Intramuros (Tremml-Werner, 2015), and they lived in
wood and nipa cottages on the outskirts. The district of Intramuros got its final shape by the end of the
16th century (Morley, 2018, p. 19-21).

On October 6, 1762, the British took the city for two years in the context of the Seven Years’ War,
in which Spain and France confronted Britain. The Spanish Forces, reorganized in Pampanga under the
lead of Simén de Anda y Salazar, regained Manila.

Until the 19th century, trading was the main economic activity, and the social administration of
the country was often led by Catholic congregations (Caoili, 1988; Roth, 1976). Manila increased more
than twice its population (Stinner & Bacol-Montilla, 1981), non-Spanish population were excluded from
the main trading activities (Morley, 2018, pp. 21-22), and Intramuros followed the Laws of the Indies urban
design (Mundigo & Crouch, 1977), as well as many American cities. In the meantime, new Philippine,
Chinese, and mestizo upper-class communities gathered on the north side of the Pasig River, in Binondo,
sowing the seed of a bourgeoisie that was present there until the Battle of Manila of 1945 (De la Torre,
1981; De Viana, 2001; Doeppers, 1984).

During the 19th century, Manila experienced major changes. The city doubled its population,

reaching 219,928 inhabitants in 1903 (Stinner & Bacol-Montilla, 1981, p. 8), the Galleon of Manila-
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Acapulco closed, the Philippines was directly ruled by Spain for the first time -eased by the opening of the
Suez Canal in 1869-, and the country opened to the world trade in 1834. New infrastructures were built:
Puente Colgante -Hanging Bridge, Suspension Bridge- in 1852, Puente de Ayala in 1880, fresh water tubes
and tanks in the early-1870s, a telegraph line between Manila and Cavite in the 1870s and with Hong Kong
in 1880, a power plant in 1892, and several train and tramway stations during the last decades of the
century. In 1880, after some earthquakes, galvanized iron roofs, steel framing, and concrete were
promoted for construction (Morley, 2018, p. 23).

By the end of the 19th century, Philippine nationalist movements gained strength. The critical
José Protasio Rizal’s books Noli Me Tangere (Rizal, 2016) and El Filibusterismo (Rizal, 2014) were first
published in 1886 and 1891, respectively. Rizal founded the reformist organization La Liga Filipina in 1892,
and the separatist organization Katipunan was founded the same year, breaking into rebellion in August
1896 under the leadership of Andrés Bonifacio. During that time, many nationalist leaders were executed
by the Spanish authorities in Parque de Luneta -today Rizal Park or Luneta Park-, among them José Rizal
on December 30, 1896.

In 1898, the American army attacked Manila in the context of the Spanish-American War,
defeating the Spanish troops in the Battle of Manila of May 1, 1898. In the Treaty of Paris signed on
December 30, 1898, Spain officially ceded the Philippines, Cuba, Puerto Rico, and Guam to the United
States of America -the rest of Spanish Pacific Islands were sold to Germany in 1899-, finishing its rule on
Manila. In the Battle of Manila of February 4, 1899, Philippine soldiers fought the American troops,
beginning the Philippine-American War, which lasted until 1901, when the Philippine General Emilio
Aguinaldo surrounded (Joaquin, 1990).

At the beginning of the American period, Santa Cruz Bridge (1902), Binondo Bridge (1905), and a

river wall at the mouth of the Pasig River (1906) were inaugurated. The American architect and designer
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Daniel Burnham established an ambitious but uncompleted plan for Manila in 1905 (Burnham, 1906), and
new factories and economic activities were introduced, as well as new educational institutions, like the
University of the Philippines (1908), Dela Salle University (1911), and the Far Eastern University (1919).
Leisure facilities were also constructed, like the Metropolitan Theater (1931), Rizal Stadium (1934), and
the Santa Ana Hippodrome (1937). Other relevant buildings are the Jones Bridge (1921), the Central Post
Office (1930), the National Museum of the Philippines (1926), and the City Hall (1941). During the
American period, Manila tripled its population, envisaging overpopulation and inequality issues (Morley,
2018, pp. 23-26).

The American rule over the Philippines extended until the Japanese invasion on December 24,
1941, when the Japanese army attacked Manila in the context of World War Il. On January 2, 1942, the
Japanese imperial forces entered the City of Manila, and they remained until March 3, 1945, when the
American troops reconquered the city. During the Battle of Manila of 1945 (February 3 to March 3, 1945),
units of the Imperial Japanese Army and the American troops destroyed much of the city, including a vast
number of its Hispanic elements, and more than 100,000 inhabitants of Manila lost their lives, becoming
one of the most devastated cities during World War Il (Scott, 2018).

After the Battle of Manila of 1945, Quezon City, still in Metro Manila, was named the capital of
the country from 1948 to 1976, when the City of Manila regained the status, and many projects were
developed in the whole area of Metro Manila: hospitals, the airport of Manila (1948, renamed Ninoy
Aquino International Airport in 1987), Manila Zoo (1959), the current campus of the University of the
Philippines in Quezon City (1949), Araneta in Quezon City, the Manila Light Rail Transit System (LRT, 1984),
and many other examples (Morley, 2018, pp. 26-27). Makati, still in Metro Manila, became the main
business and commercial city of the Philippines, and the National Capital Region was officially created as

it is today in 1975. Imelda Marcos was its first governor until 1986, while mayors Lacson, Villegas, and
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Bagatsing run the City of Manila from 1952 to 1986. The Philippines was ruled by Ferdinand Marcos
between 1965 and 1986, when the People Power Revolution or EDSA Revolution occurred. Corazon
Aquino got the presidency of the country from 1986 to 1992, a turbulent period with six coup d’état
attempts.

During the 20th and the 21st centuries, the striking demographic growth together with patchy
urban designs at the service of economic and political powers instead of the social welfare, have
transformed Manila into one of the most unequal and chaotic cities in the world (Joaquin, 1988, 1990;

Morley, 2018).

1.2. Geography and Demographics of Metro Manila

The City of Manila and the region of Metro Manila are placed in the estuary of the Pasig River, which
discharges to Manila Bay, a protected harbor in the central-western area of Luzon Island. The historical
City of Manila comprises an area of 42.88 km?, while the National Capital Region of the Philippines or
Metro Manila comprises an area of 619.57 km? and more than 20,000 streets (Jersey, 2011), and it is
constituted by 16 cities and one municipality (Jersey, 2011): The City of Manila, Caloocan, Las Pifias,
Makati, Malabon, Mandaluyong, Marikina, Muntinlupa, Navotas, Paranaque, Pasay, Pasig, Quezon City,
San Juan, Taguig, Valenzuela, and the municipality of Pateros.

The region is divided into four different geographical zones: Coastal Margin, Guadalupe Plateau,
Marikina Valley, and Laguna Margin (JICA & NEDA, 2014). The Coastal Margin is a flat and low alluvial area
besides the cost of Manila Bay, where many creeks (esteros) flow and discharge to the sea, and where the
most relevant Spanish colonial activity was established. Most of the City of Manila, Navotas, Malabon,

Pasay, and Parafiaque are in this area, also subject to land reclamation.
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The Guadalupe Plateau, placed in the central-northern part of the region, comprises vast plains
that connect Metro Manila with North Luzon. It is higher and geologically more solid than the Coastal
Margin, and it comprises the cities of San Juan, Makati, and parts of Caloocan, Mandaluyong, and Quezon
City.

Marikina Valley, marked by the Marikina River and the Marikina Fault Line, is placed to the east,
and it is formed by the spurs of Sierra Madre, whose first hills are found in Quezon City. It covers the cities
of Marikina and Pasig, the municipality of Pateros, parts of Quezon City, and parts of Taguig. The highest
point of Metro Manila is found in this area: La Mesa Tower, at 233 meters above mean sea level.

Laguna Margin, besides Laguna de Bay lake, is a flat and low alluvial area that connects the south-
eastern area of Metro Manila with South Luzon. It comprises parts of Taguig, Parafiaque, and the city of
Muntinlupa.

Metro Manila often experiences earthquakes because of the presence of the Marikina Fault
System and the volcanic nature of the Island of Luzon. Several typhoons cross the region every year and
flooding is habitual in the areas of Coastal Margin and Marikina Valley. Wet season extends from May to
December, while dry season extends from December to May. Temperatures vary from 15 °C -some
January and February nights- to 39 °C -May and June-, but thermal sensation is hotter due to human
activity and lack of vegetation.

In 1903, Metro Manila had a population of 330,345 inhabitants. In 1918, 469,955 inhabitants. In
1939, 993,889 inhabitants. In 1948, after the Battle of Manila of 1945 where more than 100,000 people
lost their lives, Metro Manila had a population of 1,569,148 people. In 1960, 2,462,488 inhabitants. In
1970, 3,966,685 inhabitants. In 1975, 4,880,006 inhabitants (Stinner & Bacol-Montilla, 1981, p. 5). In 2015,
it had more than 12.8 million inhabitants (CP, 2015), and in 2020 it is estimated it has more than 14 million

inhabitants. The urban area forms a continuum that extends over the surrounding provinces comprising
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more than 25 million people, being one of the largest urban areas and one of the densest urban
settlements in the world (Demographia, 2019, p. 23). In 2015, the population of the Philippines was
107,190,081 (CP, 2015), and it is estimated to be more than 110 million inhabitants in 2020.

In 1903, the City of Manila had a population of 219,928 inhabitants. In 1918, 285,306 inhabitants.
In 1939, 623,492 inhabitants. In 1948, after the Battle of Manila of 1945 where more than 100,000 people
lost their lives, the City of Manila had a population of 983,906 people. In 1960, 1,138,611 inhabitants. In
1970, 1,330,788 inhabitants. In 1975, 1,479,116 inhabitants (Stinner & Bacol-Montilla, 1981, p. 8). In 2015,
it had 1,780,148 inhabitants (CP, 2015).

Between 1993 and 2014, Metro Manila and surrounding areas almost doubled their built surface,
from 455.5 km? to 848.6 km? (Estoque, 2017, p. 94). Between 2004 and 2020, the built-up lands increased
from 848.6 km?to 978.34 km?, and they are expected to reach 1,112.27 km? by 2030. Note that most of
the new constructions are developed outside the borders of Metro Manila but still in the urban
continuum, and this growth finds two main reasons: natural birth and migration (Estoque, 2017, p. 99-
100). Metro Manila is nationally and internationally accessible by air, land, and sea, and it offers higher
socioeconomic opportunities than the rest of the Philippines. Tourism and gambling are growing
significantly too. However, this economic, demographic, and urbanistic growth supposes congestion,
environmental challenges, and much more important, social inequality and urban poverty (Mathur, 2013;
Morley, 2018; Porio, 2009; Porio, 2015). In this sense, two paradoxical and simultaneous processes
characterize Metro Manila’s demographic evolution: poor people leaving or being expelled of the region
because of congestion, and rural and lowly people migrating to the area because of higher socioeconomic
opportunities. The latter prevail over the former, and the same people often leave and come back to the

city after a few months (Berner, 2007; Camba, 2012; Ortega, 2016a, 2016b).
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Real estate development has been one of the main economic activities in Metro Manila for the
last decades, as it is witnessed in the skyline rise all over the region, traffic congestion -nourished by an
insufficient public jeepney-based transport system-, and the lack of parks and gardens. Alabang, Aseana,
Ayala Triangle and Greenbelt in Makati, Eastwood, Rockwell, Ortigas, and Bonifacio Global City are the
main examples. They form a mosaic of private large settlements inside Metro Manila, of “cities-within-a-
city” (Morley, 2018, p. 29), showing a preeminence of private investment over public management on
public land (Lico, 2008; Murphy & Hogan, 2012; Ortega, 201643, p. 41). The same idea is behind the gated
malls present all over the region, some of them among the largest ones in the world: SM City North EDSA,
SM Megamall, SM Mall of Asia. These places are thought for the upper class, while the rest of people are
confined in the nearby slums, which at the same time provide cheap labor. On the other hand, public
housing and relocation policies for low class have been unsuccessful. As Morley (2018) states, “it is
impossible to travel through the city without finding low-class people, slums, and evidence of poverty (...)
Manila is a monumental urban world within which different people have very different day-to-day living

experiences” (p. 29, 31).

1.3. Spanish Language in the Philippines

The Hispanicization of the Philippines began with the arrival and establishment of the Spanish colonizers
during the last half of the 16th century. The creation of the Captaincy General of the Philippines in 1565,
with initial capital in Cebu and administered by the Viceroyalty of New Spain from 1574 to 1821, and the
foundation of Manila in 1571 by Miguel Lépez de Legazpi may be considered the key dates. However, the
first contact between the Spaniards and the locals happened in 1521 during the Elcano-Magellan

circumnavigation, resulting in the killing of Magellan in the island of Mactan. In 1559, the king Philip 1l of
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Spain ordered the conquest of the islands as a trading milestone with Asia, also facing the Portuguese
expansion in the area.

Nevertheless, cultural and linguistic Hispanicization was residual until the 19th century, and
several reasons are given: the trading nature of the colony, the lack of resources, the insular and sharp
territory, its remote location, and the social management exerted by religious orders. Philippine criollos
and mestizos, as well as Spanish authorities in the 19th century, complained that the clergy were not
interested in spreading Spanish language among the population, as their position as the only agents
capable of speaking both Spanish and native languages gave them privileged roles among both Spanish
authorities and natives, and they could also control the diffusion of ideas contrary to their own interests
and the colonial project. The Memoria General of 1872 establishes that only 0.7% of a total population of
1,738,279 people could speak Spanish in the Philippines (Hardacker, 2013, p. 19). During the last part of
the 19th century, under the Enlightenment spirit and after the independence of the Viceroyalty of New
Spain -namely Central America and Mexico-, social administration of the colony changed, a Spanish-based
primary education decree was approved in 1863, and Spanish language spread far more than before
(Fernandez, 2013; Rodao, 1997. See also 1.4. Spanish Education in the Philippines).

However, the presence of the Spanish language in the Philippines was always reduced, mainly
focused on the capitals and main localities, and on upper-class and educated groups. The Census of the
Philippines of 1918, 20 years after the beginning of the American rule in the country, states that 757,463
people out of a total population of 10,314,310 inhabitants spoke Spanish (7.34%). The Census of the
Philippines of 1939 points 417,375 Spanish speakers out of a total population of 16,000,303 Filipinos
(2.6%). Unfortunately, no explicit question was set in the Census of 1903, but it establishes that 80% of

Manila’s students were able to understand Spanish language (Fernandez, 2013, pp. 368-369; Rodao, 1997,
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96-97). Note that ideological, methodological, political, and rhetorical limitations of censuses must be
considered (Leeman, 2013; Reyes et al., 2017; for the Philippine case, see Fernandez, 2013; Rodao, 1997).

In general, Spanish was present in press, literature, and legal and administrative documents until
World War Il. English firmly penetrated in education with the arrival of more than 6,000 American
teachers between 1898 and 1913, being the only language at public educational centers, and it also settled
in press, public administration, and private educational institutions. After the Japanese Occupation, the
prestige and presence of Spanish continuously decreased. As an example, 10,000 Spanish language dailies
were sold after the war, while before the war the number rase 80,000 copies (Rodao, 1997, p. 104). In
1949, Sotto Act established optionality in the study of Spanish language at school; in 1952, Magalona Act
made Spanish mandatory in all universities and private schools for two years; in 1957, Cuenco Act required
24 units of Spanish language, which were finally made 12 in 1967, partly because of the pressure of a
society who did not find useful Spanish language (Rodao, 1997, p. 105; also Fernandez, 2013, p. 373).
From a legal point of view, Spanish remained an official language of the Philippines until the 1987
Constitution, in which the two official languages became Filipino and English, while Spanish should be
promoted just on a voluntary basis (Fernandez, 2013, p. 373).

The Census of the Philippines of 1990, the last one in which a specific question was included,
establishes 2,660 native Spanish speakers out of a population of 60,703,206 inhabitants (0.0044%). Since
1987, Spanish can be considered a foreign language in the Philippines, regardless of the high amount of
vocabulary and other linguistic Spanish elements printed in the Philippine languages, the toponymy, the
anthroponymy, the historical documents, the few native Spanish speakers, and the more vigorous Spanish
creole languages -Chabacanos, especially the Zamboanguefio. Nowadays among the Philippine society,

Spanish is regarded as a cultural historical language, the one used by José Protasio Rizal or by Miguel de
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Cervantes, as a business language, useful to improve working and living conditions, as a leisure language,

the one firmly present in contemporary musical hits, but mainly, as a foreign language®.

1.4. Spanish Education in the Philippines
Decrees, other legal documents, and statements on education in the Philippines were set by Spanish
authorities and relevant people since the beginning of the colonization. Colegio de San lldefonso -then
University of San Carlos- was founded in Cebu in 1595, and Colegio de Nuestra Sefiora del Santisimo
Rosario -then University of Santo Tomas- was established in Manila in 1611. A decree ordering the clergy
to teach Christian doctrine and Spanish language in the Philippines was issued in 1634, and similar legal
documents were issued in 1686, 1770, 1772,1774, 1778, 1782, and 1794. However, the outcomes of these
decrees and orders were limited due to the lack of resources, the inaccessibility of the remote abrupt
islands, the lack of materials and teacher training, the absence of regulation on contents and subjects,
and the clergy’s preference of local languages. On the latter, Spanish creoles, mestizos, and liberals argued
that religious orders preferred not to teach Spanish in order to preserve the mediation privilege between
the Spanish authorities and the locals, as well as to control the spread of liberal, anticlerical, and separatist
ideas. It must be noted that the language difference in the colonial system involved a status difference,
and that upper colonial class was educated in renowned religious institutions using Spanish language
(Hardacker, 2013, pp. 10-11).

The liberal constitution of Cadiz, approved in 1812 in the context of the Independence War against

the Napoleonic France, promoted a public, free, and general education for all the people born in the

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Spanish empire. Although the constitution was quickly dismantled, the Enlightenment ideals remained in
the Spanish society during the 19th century, and in 1839 a decree ordered the creation of an educational
commission to review the Philippine education. Such commission was finally established in 1855 -similar
commissions were created in 1837, 1842, and 1847 (Isabel, 2014, p. 32)- and it submitted its report in
1861 (Hardacker, 2013, p. 12). In 1857, an education act for the metropolis, known as Moyano Act, was
approved (Isabel, 2014, pp. 28-30). Following the spirit and the framework given by the Moyano Act, the
recommendations given by the aforementioned commissions, and the necessity of an educated
population to satisfy the bureaucracy of a modern state, an educational decree on the spread of Philippine
public schools and Spanish language acquisition was issued in 1863, the same year the Spanish
Department of Overseas was created (Hardacker, 2013; Isabel, 2014). Similar decrees were issued for the
Spanish American colonies of Cuba in 1863 and Puerto Rico in 1865, but the Philippine case was different
and focused on primary education and the Spanish language: both Cuba and Puerto Rico were far more
Hispanicized, and renowned higher educational institutions were already established in the Philippines
(Isabel, 2014).

The educational decree of 1863 “outlined the type, classification, and administration of schools;
the government supervision and inspection of schools; the training, qualifications, and responsibilities of
teachers; the use of Spanish; the courses offered either as compulsory or optional subjects and the
accompanying textbooks; the role of the parish priest in the schools; and the separation of classes for
boys and girls” (Hardacker, 2013, p. 13). Spanish was the instruction language, a requirement to belong
to the principalia, an option to be exempt from the personal service tax, and to apply for government or
clerical positions. Spanish language awards were also promoted (Hardacker, 2013, pp. 14-15). However,
low budget, the lack of teachers and materials, child labor, the resistance of part of the clergy, and the

geographical nature of the Philippines limited the implementation of this ambitious project mainly to
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Manila and some other capitals. During the American occupation, English became the instruction
language in public centers, 6,000 American teachers arrived in the Philippines between 1898 and 1913,
and new public schools and other higher educational institutions were established, improving the
educational deficit of the country without solving the problems (Hardcaker, 2013, pp. 16-22). The
independent Philippines maintained English as an instruction language while Spanish vanished (Rodao,

1997, p. 105; also, Fernandez, 2013, p. 373).

1.5. Methodology
Place names are coined according to social or geographical reasons. The latter usually describes the
territory physical characteristics -e.g., Binondo (Tagalog Language Binundék: Hilly Terrain), Estero (Spanish
Language: Channel). Social reasons are numerous and more complex. Sometimes place names refer to
working activities and guilds -e.g., Anloague (Tagalog Language Anluwagi: Carpenter), Arroceros (Spanish
Language: Rice Cultivators, Rice Dealers)-, to influential people, religious entities, military buildings, etc.
For Spanish place names in urban areas of the Philippines, Quilis and Casado-Fresnillo (2008) offer the
following word classes: names of saints, names of Spanish countries and cities, names of historical figures,
historic dates, names of people related to Arts and Sciences, relevant people in the Philippine society
including their given names and surnames, only given names or only surnames, names of flowers and
plants, names of animals, abstract names, names of guilds and working activities, names derived from
common names or adjectives, geographical names, poetic names, and commercial names (pp. 544-550,
also Torno-Sanz & Salazar, 1968).

The list of place names (Chapter 3. List of Place Names) presents three methodological steps,
carried out between 2017 and 2021: place names’ compilation by surveys, data comparison and analysis

according to other written sources, and personal fieldwork.
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651 informants have filled 803 surveys, obtaining an initial list of more than 8,000 place names.
Informants lived or were closely related to all the barangays and districts of Metro Manila, and they were
asked to fill a handout with at least ten Hispanic place names in their areas. There were several informants
for each area, while some informants got reliable data from different areas filling more than one survey.
Highly educated young people with no specific knowledge on the Hispanic historical Manila were
prioritized, as the list focuses on living place names with higher survival chances, and elderly people or
low-educated people tend to preserve ancient place names. My eternal gratitude to all these informants,
many of them coming from the University of Santo Tomas, and without whom this research would have
been impossible. All of them are listed in section 1.5.1. List of Informants.

For a place name to be listed, it must be a living Hispanic place name in the area of the National
Capital Region of the Philippines, and it must be relevant enough fulfilling at least one of the following
requirements: being established before the Battle of Manila of 1945, being larger than a block, being an
official name or a name complying a social relevant function -e.g., administrative buildings, educational
buildings, hospitals. The presence of the place name in sign boards is an asset. Note that some historical
buildings and other places have been reconstructed or deeply renovated after the Battle of Manila of
1945, but they still preserve their former names: these cases are still listed (see Chapter 2. Methodology
and Style Guidelines).

| encouraged informants to avoid eponyms, as they are not interesting for the historical, social,
and geographical studies, but they are still listed as survey respondents often could not distinguish people
names -e.g., Apacible, Estrada, Torres. They are remarked under the label Eponym. On the other hand,
some eponyms offer interesting linguistic clues, like diminutives -e.g., Isabelita. Something similar

happens with many religious names, which may have religious and non-religious meanings -e.g., Asuncion,
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Concepcién, Remedios (see Chapter 2. Methodology and Style Guidelines for a deeper explanation on
both eponyms and religious names).

The initial list with more than 8,000 entries was revised four times and reduced to almost 5,000
place names. Dismissed names did not fulfill the requirements: they were not Hispanic, they were not in
Metro Manila, they were repeated, they were not historical, large or relevant enough, or they could not
be contrasted with other sources or my personal fieldwork. After a first final list draft, | revised it for a
fourth time, and | excluded 129 place names. These finally excluded place names are listed in the Annex
B. Removed Place Names, indicating the cause of exclusion for each item. The final list presents a total of
4,712 place names corresponding to 3,313 linguistic entities, as the same toponym may be found in
different places.

For each entry, the following information is given: Name, Kind of Element, Other Existing Names
-if there exist-, Coordinates, Translation, and Final Considerations -if there exist. | write the most popular
graphic option in the section Name, even if it does not correspond to the Spanish normative formula.
Sometimes names present several popular spellings: sign boards or official documents are followed to
establish the entry name, also indicating other options. Coordinates offer more accurate information than
descriptions, and the places they point can be easily checked with some applications. Folk etymologies
are disregarded in the Final Considerations and in all the sections of the present study, while coincidences
and almost coincidences between Tagalog and Spanish are also indicated. More specific instructions about
methodology, form, and content of the list are given in Chapter 2. Methodology and Style Guidelines.

Place names were contrasted with other written sources during the list development and the
subsequent analysis. Among these sources, the most important references are the books Streets of Manila
(Ira & Medina, 1977) and Daluyan: A Historical Dictionary of the Streets of Manila (NHIP, 2006), and 1898's

map Plano de Manila y sus arrabales (De Gamoneda, 1898). Streets of Manila (Ira & Medina, 1977) is a
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photography book made during the 70s. Even if it is a recreational old book depicting a much smaller city
than current Manila, the historical research and comments made by Professor Isagani R. Medina
constitute the most accurate study on Manila’s place names until present. He also explained some
difficulties when researching on Philippine place names in another paper (Medina, 1992). Daluyan: A
Historical Dictionary of the Streets of Manila (NHIP, 2006) is the largest Manila’s place names compendium
until present, gathering information and explanations from other sources. However, the data given is not
always accurate. Maps have been a keystone in the analysis too, and among them, 1898’s map Plano de
Manila y sus arrabales edited by Francisco De Gamoneda (1898): Chapter 4. Manila’s Place Names
Evolution since 1898 offers a research of this document. Many other maps have been consulted, all of
them in-text cited and referenced in section 13. Bibliography, being especially relevant those of 1920
(Bach, 1920) and 1934 (YMCA, 1934).

Some other written sources not specifically dealing with place names but with Philippine
linguistics, Manila’s issues, the general study of toponymy, or linguistic anthropology also offered some
interesting clues, while some pieces of news or short non-academic texts gave accurate information on
specific places and toponyms. Applications like GoogleMaps and street guides also provided support. All
these sources are conveniently cited in the study and referenced in the final section 13. Bibliography.

Finally, | personally checked unclear entries, covering the whole area of Metro Manila by
motorcycle between 2017 and 2020. For that, | classified these opaque place names in terms of location,
and | covered every area and barangay of Metro Manila asking different people for the ambiguous terms
of the specific zone. For each area, | interviewed at least three different people of different ages.

Once | obtained the final list (Chapter 3. List of Place Names), | conducted four specific studies
between 2019 and 2021: Chapter 4. Manila’s Place Names Evolution since 1898, Chapter 5. Social Place

Names of Metro Manila, Chapter 6. Geographical Place Names of Metro Manila, and Chapter 7. Major
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Place Names of Spain in Metro Manila. In Chapter 8. Conclusions, | summarize the main findings of the
research, and | introduce some ideas on Philippine linguistics and the status of the Spanish language in
the country from a linguistic anthropological perspective. Annex A. Other Historical Place Names of Metro
Manila deal with non-preserved place names of Metro Manila that are not present in the map of De
Gamoneda (1898), while Annex B. Removed Place Names states place names that were initially listed but
finally disregarded, explaining the reasons. Annex C. Endangered Languages and Territorial Rights and
Annex D. Minority Languages and Territorial Rights add a linguistic context. This study ends in section 13.

Social Place Names of
Metro Manila, 6. Geographical Place Names of Metro Manila, 7. Major Place Names of Spain in Metro
Manila, and 8. Conclusions. Annexes are A. Other Historical Place Names of Metro Manila, B. Removed
Place Names, C. Endangered Languages and Territorial Rights, and D. Minority Languages and Territorial
Rights.

Chapter 1. Introduction presents the study, specifically introducing the History of Manila,
Geography and Demographics of Metro Manila, Spanish language in the Philippines, Spanish education in
the Philippines, Methodology with the List of Informants, and Formal Structure.

Chapter 2. Methodology and Style Guidelines offers some guidelines to understand the data listed
in Chapter 3. List of Place Names. The given style provides the most accurate information in the easiest
way. First, some short Previous Considerations to interpret these Methodology and Style Guidelines are
offered. Then, the parts of the entries are explained: Name, Kind of Element, Other Existing Names -if
there are-, Coordinates, Translation, and Final Considerations -if there are. | exemplify each point with
entries existing in the final list.

Chapter 3. List of Place Names compiles a total of 4,712 Hispanic place names currently present
in Metro Manila, making a total of 3,313 linguistic entities, following the criteria explained here in section
1.3. Methodology, and in Chapter 2. Methodology and Style Guidelines.

Chapter 4. Manila’s Place Names Evolution since 1898 deals with the evolution of place names
present in the historical City of Manila at the end of the Spanish colonial rule in 1898. The results are

analyzed in terms of preservation and linguistic filiation, and it is concluded that around half of the proper
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place names have disappeared, while the other half are preserved. New place names substituting
disappeared place names tend to be Hispanic eponyms due to cultural, historical, political, and social
reasons.

Chapter 5. Social Place Names of Metro Manila extracts and explains the living social Hispanic
toponyms coined before the battle of Manila in 1945, discussing the different activities, peoples, and
economic classes they depict. It is shown that different areas were prone to administrative, financial,
leisure, military, non-profit, rural, transport, and working-class activities. The distance to Intramuros
reflects their relevance.

Chapter 6. Geographical Place Names of Metro Manila analyzes Hispanic geographical place
names in Metro Manila that depict the geography of the region. | extract and explain the living Hispanic
geographical toponyms in Metro Manila, and | discuss the different physical features they describe in
terms of these categories: Body of Water, Farming, Fluvial, Land, Sea, Underground, Urban, and
Vegetation. Items responding to different categories follow specific space patterns according to the
physical characteristics of the territory and the Spanish colonial activity.

Chapter 7. Major Place Names of Spain in Metro Manila offers a comprehensive list of stable major
place names of Spain in the National Capital Region of the Philippines (Metro Manila). | analyze the results
according to social, geographical, historical, and linguistic views, and | conclude that place names are
coined and evolve according to historical, social, political, and economic reasons. Colonial past, population
growth, and globalization are the main reasons for these place names in Metro Manila.

Chapter 8. Conclusion summarizes the historical, social, geographical, and linguistic results of the
studies given in chapters 4, 5, 6, and 7. It also introduces some lines and reflections of the current linguistic
situation in the Philippines and the role of the Spanish language from a linguistic anthropological

perspective. Finally, it offers an analysis of contemporary place naming trends in Metro Manila.
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Annex A. Other Historical Place Names of Metro Manila states Hispanic historical non-preserved
place names of Metro Manila. These names are not found in Manila’s 1898 map (De Gamoneda, 1898),
so they are not analyzed in Chapter 4. Manila’s Place Names Evolution since 1898, and they are not
preserved, so they are neither listed in Chapter 3. List of Place Names, nor in chapters 5, 6, and 7. | did
not add these names in Chapter 4 in order to preserve the 1898’s map representative results. | list these
Hispanic historical non-preserved place names of Metro Manila following the style guidelines explained
in Chapter 2.

Annex B. Removed Place Names states place names that were initially included in Chapter 3. List
of Place Names, or were highly considered for inclusion, but they were finally disregarded after deeper
research. In general, | list these removed place names following the style explained in Chapter 2. Style
Guidelines. In the Final Considerations for each item, | explain the reasons of removal between square
brackets.

Annex C. Endangered Languages and Territorial Rights adds sociolinguistic context. Endangered
languages are languages disappearing under the pressure of other languages. Diglossia and language
extinction happen in territorial terms, in the generational presence of each language, in their contextual
performance, in the status associated to each language, and in the linguistic variation of the endangered
language itself. Three basic factors of linguistic policies for both preserving and eliminating languages are
Education, Media-ICTs, and Public Administration.

Annex D. Minority Languages and Territorial Rights adds ethnolinguistic context. Languages are
commonly associated to territories as they are traditionally spoken by communities living in specific
places. Nevertheless, languages do relate to speakers and not always to territories. This difference is

highlighted by globalization, and more specifically by the increase and new possibilities of migrations, the
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development of Information and Communication Technologies, and the global tendency to learn new
foreign languages. This new context calls for direct association between languages and speakers in order

to preserve the rights of the latter and the languages themselves.

Listed place names have set a toponymical print in Manila’s map. For so, they must comply with at
least one of the following requirements: they must be old enough -the entity is considered old enough
if it was placed before the battle of Manila in 1945-, they must be large enough -the place is
considered to be large enough if it measures at least one block- or they must have a social relevant
function -educational buildings, halls, hospitals, fire stations, funeral homes, sports facilities,
transportation facilities, police stations or, in general, public facilities. Sign boards are also considered
to establish a toponymical print and they are also useful to clarify official and popular spelling.

The list focuses on current official and popular names. Old names no longer in use are not stated in

Chapter 3. List of Place Names, but in Chapter 4. Manila’s Place Names Evolution since 1898 and Annex

A. Other Historical Place Names. They follow slightly different styles already explained in Chapter 4
and Annex A before offering their lists.

Labels, parameters, and relevant words start with capital letter. Non-capitalized relevant elements
are written between single quotes: ‘de’, ‘of’. If the relevant item is composed of two or more words
and such words are not capitalized, then they are single quoted. In general, if the relevant item is
made only one word, then it is capitalized but not quoted. If it corresponds to a Kind of Element or
any category in which all the words are relevant, the first letter of each word is capitalized with no
need of adding single quotes: Almost Coincident, Historical Building, Vegetal Species.

| state a bold lemma for each paragraph in order to ease information retrieval. Paragraphs in each
section of these guidelines are ordered according to its importance and alphabetically. Particular cases
are explained at the end of the paragraphs and sections.

In general, colon is used to introduce translations and definitions, but it is not used to remark a word
or set of words already stated in the entry. If the whole entry name is referred, such entry name is
not repeated after any label -e.g., Coincident, Almost Coincident, Eponym, Vegetal Species-, but its
meaning or any pertinent clarification is directly added after the label and colon. If the reference is a
part of the whole entry, then such part is written after the considered label and then its meaning or
any pertinent clarification is added after colon. If a part to remark is made of two or more words, then
it is single quoted. If it is made of only one word, then it is not quoted but just added in initial capital
letter after the correspondent label or category.

In these guidelines, examples from Chapter 3. List of Place Names are given after colon. Coordinates
are not stated for the sake of simplicity. If the Kind of Element is stated, then the example refers to a

specific item. If the Kind of Element is not stated, then the example refers to a generic set of entries
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sharing the example name. Wrong cases may be added after the label Not and colon. Different
examples are separated by semicolon.

(g) If the given information is not totally clear, then a question mark ‘?’ is added next to the unclear
section. If | hesitate about the whole entry, then | add the question mark between independent square

brackets at the end of the entry.

2.1. Name

(2.1.1) In this section 2.1. Name, the item’s proper place name is stated without its defining name. For
the popular name Actividad Street, the proper noun is Actividad and the defining name is Street (see
2.2.1): Actividad. Street (...) Activity. Not: Actividad Street. Street (...) Activity Street.

(2.1.2) In general, the Diccionario de la Lengua Espanola (Real Academia Espafiola & Asociacion de
Academias de la Lengua Espafiola [RAE & ASELE], 2018), the Diccionario Panhispdnico de Dudas (RAE
& ASELE, 2005) and the Nuevo Tesoro Lexicogrdfico de la Lengua Espafiola (Real Academia Espaiiola
[RAE], 2001) are the references to establish Spanish place names. These sources may reflect Filipino
words not commonly used in Spanish language, or historical Spanish words depicted in Manila’s place
names -sometimes common in Philippine languages- that are rare in current European Spanish
language: Parian (...) Market [Coincident].

(2.1.3) The list is alphabetically ordered according to this section 2.1. Name. First, Latin numerals are
considered, then Arabic numerals, and finally the Latin alphabet. Shorter words are stated before -
e.g., San goes before Santo. If this section 2.1. Name coincides in different entries, then the list is
alphabetically ordered according to section 2.2. Kind of Place. If this second section also coincides,
then the list is ordered according to section 2.4. Coordinates. Section 2.3. Other Existing Names is not

taken into consideration as some places do have it while others do not.
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(2.1.3.1) Numbers written in letters are ordered according to the letters and not to the number
itself -e.g., Dos goes before Uno: Manuyo Dos, and then, Manuyo Uno; Pulang Lupa Dos, and
then, Pulang Lupa Uno.

(2.1.4) Present graphic representation is preserved, even when it does not correspond to current
normative Spanish standards: 17 De Marso. Street (...) March 17. As a result, most of the acute accents
are elided.

(2.1.4.1) Abbreviations are always expounded: San, Santo Santa. Not: S, Sto, Sta.

(2.1.4.2) If different graphic options are popular, the normative Spanish solution prevails.
Sometimes, popular alternative solutions coexisting with the normative Spanish one are
specified in section 2.6. Final Considerations under the label Graphic Variant and colon: Estero
de la Reina (...) Estuary of the Queen [Graphic Variant: Estero Dela Reina]. In this case, the
correct Spanish normative solution is Estero de la Reina, which is also found. However, another
common graphic representation is Estero Dela Reina. Another example: Estafio. Street (...) Tin
[Graphic Variant: Estanio] (see 2.3.3, 2.5.6.3 and 2.6.14.1).

(2.1.4.3) If the whole name is capitalized in signals or official documents, then it is transcribed
following the Spanish common graphic standards: Don Felipe Rayos del Sol. Barangay Hall (...)
Mister Felipe Rayos del Sol [Eponym ‘Rayos del Sol’: Rays of Sunshine, Sunbeams] Not: DON
FELIPE RAYOS DEL SOL.

(2.1.4.4) ‘LI, ‘1", and sometimes ‘lli’ wave as graphic representations for the voiced palatal lateral
consonant phoneme, which in the Philippines is typically pronounced as /li/. In these cases,
place names tend to preserve a steady graphic representation, and that is the one depict. For
the English Camellia, there are different places called Camelia and Camella, but each of these

place names does not wave.
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(2.1.4.5) Graphic representation ‘¥’ is preserved. Voice palatal nasal consonant phoneme graphic
representation wave between ‘i’ and ‘n’ -sometimes ‘ni’ and ‘ny’-, having different solutions
for the same entity and name, and finding several graphic options in signals and official
documents: dona - dofia, nino - nifio. Here, the final adopted solution is ‘A’. It must be noted
that ‘i’ is also an admitted grapheme in Philippine languages.

(2.1.4.6) In the case of Camara de Comercio de Filipinas, Camara Oficial Espafiola de Comercio
Industria y Navegacion en Filipinas, and La Cdmara de Comercio Espafiola, the acute accent is
preserved in Camara, as it is stated in the official names. Same for Galeén in The Galedn:
Manila-Acapulco Galleon Museum. In the case of IV Centenario de la Expedicién Maritima
México, acute accents are preserved even when the landmark states the whole phrase in
capital letters with no accent.

(2.1.5) Sign boards are used for orientation about the current graphic representation: Flores Multi-
Purpose Hall. Hall (...) Flowers Multi-Purpose Hall. Not: Flores Multipurpose Hall (see a).

(2.1.6) Names no longer popular but still in use by some people or in some specific areas are remarked
under the label In Disuse between square brackets. That usually happens with names officially
changed but still recognized by elderly people in the area (see 2.3.4): Andalucia [In Disuse]. Street.
Alfonso Mendoza (...) Andalucia [Region]; Cataluiia [In Disuse]. Street. Tolentino (...) Catalonia
[Region].

(2.1.7) Some places seem to be missing in the list, but they are found out of the legal border of Metro
Manila: Dela Costa Homes | and Il are in Metro Manila, but their extensions Ill, IV, V, and VI are in the
surrounding province of Bulacan. Same happens to San Pedro Subdivisions, some of them found
outside Metro Manila while others have recently changed their names. Other times, they merge:

Tierra Pura.
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(2.1.8) Proper nouns with defining names different to the established in section 2.2. Kind of Element (see
2.2.3) add such defining names as part of the main name entry in order to avoid losing information:
Bagong Barrio National High School. Educational Building (...) Bagong Neighborhood National High
School [Coincident Barrio: Also Baryo. Tagalog Language Bagong: New]. Not: Bagong Barrio.
Educational Building.

(2.1.9) Place names with Spanish defining names add such defining names as part of the main name entry.
The whole English translation is given in section 5. Translation: Calle Industria. Street (...) Industry
Street; Casa Baronesa. Residential Building (...) Baroness House; Pasaje del Carmen. Street (...) Passage
of the Carmel. In the case of Rua Pascual, some extra information about Rua is given: Rua Pascual.
Street (...) Pascual Street [Spanish Unusual Rua: Road, Street].

(2.1.9.1) Defining name Plaza is preserved in the name entry even if it is classified as a square in
section 2.2. Kind of Element (see 2.2.15). On the other hand, many Plaza are not squares but
other entities like buildings, streets, or malls: Centennial Plaza. Square (...) Centennial Square;
Plaza de San Jose. Event Venue (...) Square of Saint Joseph.

(2.1.9.1.1) Plaza may present popular options with preposition ‘de’ and without it. | state
the one with preposition: Plaza de Espaiia, Plaza de Mexico, Plaza de Roma -which are
sometimes shortened into Plaza Espana, Plaza Mexico, Plaza Roma. Subsequently, they
are translated using the English preposition ‘of (see 2.5.6): Square of Spain, Square of
Mexico, Square of Rome. In the case of Plaza Goiti, its current name is Plaza Lacson, but
it is sometimes referred by its old name Plaza Goiti, without the preposition ‘de’: Plaza
Goiti. Square. Plaza Lacson (...) Goiti Square [Originally: Plaza de Goiti].

(2.1.9.2) In the case of Calle Victoria Road, the English Road is a defining name while Calle Victoria

together is the noun phrase nucleus. It literally means ‘the road to Calle Victoria’. However,
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the original item and entry Calle Victoria changed its defining name into Victoria Street: Calle
Victoria Road. Avenue (...) Victory Street Road.

(2.1.9.3) In the case of Vista Avenue, the defining name Avenue is added in comparison to the
defining Tagalog name Daang (Avenue, Road, Way), also used for the same entity under the
denomination Daang Reyna. Moreover, even when it is called Avenue, it is a Road with no
doubt: Vista Avenue. Road. Daang Reyna (...) View Avenue.

(2.1.10) Names having non-Hispanic elements, or mainly written in other languages but adding Spanish
elements, are also considered: 11th World Scout Jamboree Memorial Rotonda. Roundabout.
Rotonda, Boy Scout Circle (..) 11th World Scout Jamboree Memorial Roundabout [Coincident
Rotondal].

(2.1.11) Specific entries are dedicated to all the existing names for a place if these different options are
Hispanic, linking the different denominations in section 2.3. Other Existing Names: Canal de la Reina
[In Disuse]. Creek. Estero de la Reina [Graphic Variant: Estero Dela Reinal. (...) Channel of the Queen.
Eponyms are the exception (see 2.3.2, 2.5.1, 2.5.8, and 2.6.9): Del Pilar. Street. Marcelo H. Del Pilar
(...) Del Pilar [Eponym: Of the Pillar]. Not: Marcelo H. Del Pilar. Street. Del Pilar (....) Marcelo H. Del
Pilar [Eponym ‘Del Pilar’: Of the Pillar].

(2.1.11.1) Some streets present two possible eponymic solutions: the person’s surname and the
combination of the given name and the surname. For the latter case, people usually refer to
the initial letters of the given name: M.H. Del Pilar. Only one entry for the person’s surname is
given, indicating the whole name as other existing name without dedicating an exclusive entry:
Guerrero. Street. Fernando Maria Guerrero (...) Guerrero [Eponym: Warrior]. Not: Fernando

Maria Guerrero. Street. Guerrero (...) Fernando Maria Guerrero [Eponym Guerrero: Warrior].
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Only in some cases, in which the popular form establishes both the given name and the
surname, both names are stated in the entry: Victoriano Luna, Vito Cruz.

(2.1.11.2) If the person’s surname is the most popular formula but the whole name presents
common Spanish words, like prepositions, then different entries are stated for each option:
Palma. Educational Building, Hall. Rafael de Palma (...) Palma [Eponym: Palm]; Rafael de Palma.
Educational Building, Hall. Palma (...) Rafael de Palma [Eponym ‘de Palma’: Of Palm].

(2.1.11.3) If the person’s name is accompanied by a common noun or adjective, then both the
common and the person’s names are specified in the entry: Padre Burgos. Street (...) Father
Burgos [City, Eponym Burgos]. In the common language, Padre is often referred with the initial
P /pi/ and the eponym: /pi faura/.

(2.1.12) Title of respect Don is translated as Mister, while the female Dofa is translated using the neutral
Ms. that does not indicate civil status. Both formulas Dona and Dofia can be found in official
documents and signals, and | transcribe the option Dofia: Dona concerns the lack of ‘i’ in the English
graphic solutions and technical tools, even when it is pronounced as a voiced palatal nasal (see
2.1.4.5).

(2.1.13) In the Philippines, Poblacion refers to a settlement center. As Metro Manila is composed by many
cities, historical settlements, and barangays (see 2.2.6), there are many Poblacion. Each one is
specified with the name of the city, municipality, or district it belongs -e.g., Poblacion Caloocan,
Poblacion Mandaluyong-, although the common noun for these areas inside the settlements is just
Poblacion. The only word Poblacion is used as a synonym of Poblacion Makati, nowadays the most
popular among all the Poblacion in Metro Manila for being a leisure area. For common facilities and
services like schools, streets, roads, or markets, and for geographical entities like rivers, the only term

Poblacion is used, without indicating the specific settlement.
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2.2. Kind of Element

(2.2.1) In this section 2.2. Kind of Element, the item’s defining place name is stated without its proper
noun. For the popular name Actividad Street, the defining name is Street and the proper noun is
Actividad (see 2.1.1): Actividad. Street (...) Activity. Not: Actividad Street. Street (...) Activity Street.

(2.2.2) The Kind of Element is generally established according to the official defining name, especially for
urban ways. For instance, according to urban parameters, some boulevards could be classified as
avenues, most of drives could be classified as streets, some streets could be classified as avenues
while some avenues could be classified as streets, some roads could be classified as avenues and other
avenues could be classified as roads. However, here the official defining name is preserved as the Kind
of Element: Espafia. Boulevard (...) Spain; even when it is an avenue. Not: Espafia. Avenue (...) Spain.
Not: Espafia Boulevard. Avenue (...) Spain Boulevard.

(2.2.2.1) When hesitating between Avenue, Drive, Lane, Road, and Street, and the defining name
is not clearly established in the official records, the item is classified as a Street.

(2.2.3) The following kinds of elements are considered: Art Gallery, Avenue, Barangay, Barangay Hall,
Boulevard, Bridge, Building, Bus Station, Bus Stop, Business, Cave, Cemetery, City, City Hall, Cockpit
Arena, Creek, District, Drive, Educational Building, Event Venue, Extension, Ferry Terminal, Fire
Station, Fountain, Funeral Home, Hall, Health Center, Historical Building, Historical Business, Hospital,
Hotel, Lake, Landmark, Lane, Lighthouse, Mall, Market, Museum, Nature Reserve, Nursing Home,
Orphanage, Park, Parking, Pass, Plot, Police Station, Port, Post Office, Pumping Station, Religious
Building, Reservoir, Residential Area, Residential Building, Road, Roundabout, Sports Facilities,

Square, Street, Theater, Train Station.
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(2.2.3.1) Alley is not considered a Kind of Element. Sometimes, English, Spanish, and Tagalog
formulas for Alley appear: Alley, Callejon, Kalyehon [Almost Coincident]. Alleys are usually
narrower than streets, but some of the named streets are narrower than some alleys and some
alleys are bigger than other narrow streets. | decide to classify all of them as streets, indicating
its defining name in the entry place name if pertinent: Callejon K. Street (...) Alley K.

(2.2.3.2) Bay, Circus, Loop, Oval, Promenade, and Riverside are not considered kinds of element
for similar reasons as the established in 2.2.3.1 for Alley. Furthermore, their number is
reduced. Defining names Bay, Circus, Loop, Oval, Promenade, and Riverside are added as part
of the whole entry name: San Diego Circus. Drive (...) Saint James Circus; Santa Anita Loop.
Drive (...) Saint Little Anne Loop; Zamora Oval. Roundabout (...) Zamora Oval [City, Eponym
Zamora]; Soledad Promenade. Park (...) Loneliness Promenade; San Roque Riverside. Street
(...) Saint Roch Riverside. It may also happen with entities associated to rivers: Zapote River.
Drive (...) Sapoda River.

(2.2.3.3) Category Pass includes Overpass, Underpass, and Walkway. The specific kind of pass is
given in the entry name: Estrella Overpass. Pass (...) Estrella Overpass [Eponym Estrella: Star].

(2.2.3.4) Category Sports Facilities includes Arena, Court, Field, and any kind of place dedicated to
sports practice: Valencia Badminton Center. Sports Facilities (...) Valencia Badminton Center
[City Valencia].

(2.2.4) Places may be labelled under more than one category. All the categories are alphabetically stated,
separated by comma, and starting with capital letter: Casa Roces. Historical Building, Historical
Business (...) Roces House.

(2.2.5) Tagalog preserves the Spanish Avenida [Tagalog Abenida], Callejon [Tagalog Kalyehon], and

Rotonda [Coincident]. As a result, people use the Spanish defining names for some avenues, alleys,
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and all roundabouts. In some cases, they are part of the proper nominal phrase: 11th World Scout
Jamboree Memorial Rotonda. In other cases, the defining Spanish noun is the most popular shortened
option to refer the place: Avenida [Avenida Rizal — Rizal Avenue], Rotonda [Mabuhay Rotonda -
Rotonda Welcome]. Finally, in other cases the original Spanish formula is the only in use: Amaia Skies
Avenida. Residential Building (...) Amaia Skies Avenue [Eponym Amaia]. Not: Amaia Skies Avenue.
Residential Building (...) Amaia Skies Avenue [Eponym Amaia].

(2.2.5.1) Rotonda -sometimes Rotunda- is the most common noun for any roundabout in Manila,
eliding their specific proper nouns. The most popular form among people is just Rotonda
instead of Rotonda Anda, Rotonda Mabuhay, Welcome Rotonda, or Rotonda Del Fierro, even
when these official names are recognized too. Here, all the options are stated.

(2.2.6) Barangay is a popular administrative division in the Philippines, similar to a neighborhood for big
cities, a district in small cities and a village in rural areas. Barangay and Barangay Hall are classified as
different kind of elements in order to remark the toponymical presence: Barangay halls usually
present showy signs and they are public buildings relevant for the community. The same rule is
followed for City and City Hall. It must be noted that around the halls, there are often public and social
facilities -sports facilities, health centers, fire stations, etc.- presenting the same proper name.

(2.2.7) Label Building corresponds to entities different to educational, historical, religious, and residential
buildings, but still buildings establishing a geographical and toponymical print -e.g., Large or old
business centers, trade centers.

(2.2.8) As a general rule, only historical or large businesses are considered in Chapter 3. List of Place
Names in order to guarantee a toponymical print in the territory (see a): Felicidad Orchard and

Gardens Organics. Business (...) Happiness Orchard and Gardens Organics.
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(2.2.9) Educational buildings’ taxonomy and history in the Philippines are complex. Some of them offer
primary, secondary, and tertiary educational levels in different adjunct buildings. In other cases, they
started being schools and converted into universities, or the other way around. In order to provide
more information under a coherent classification, the whole name is given, including their defining
names in the entry name, and then they are classified as Educational Building: Amparo High School.
Educational Building (...) Protection High School. Not: Amparo. Educational Building (...) Protection.
Not: Amparo. High School (...) Protection. Other current or historical names are also pointed in section
2.3. Other Existing Names: Beaterio Colegio de Santa Catalina de Siena. Educational Building. Santa
Catalina College. (...) Beguinage College of Saint Catherine of Siena.

(2.2.9.1) Colegio and Escuela normally correspond to elementary schools, but sometimes they do
to higher learning institutions like universities. Colegio and Escuela are commonly translated
as School, but the latter cases are translated as College: Colegio de San Juan de Letran.
Educational Building (...) College of Saint John Lateran.

(2.2.9.2) Libraries are also labelled as Educational Building: Libreria De San Antonio. Educational
Building (...) Bookstore of Saint Anthony, Library of Saint Anthony.

(2.2.10) Some streets present extensions, officially labeled as such. As they are different physical places,
the initial Street and the subsequent Extension are given different entries, with the same Name but
different Kind of Element: Hermosa. Extension (...) Beautiful; Hermosa. Street (...) Beautiful. Not:
Hermosa. Extension, Street (...) Beautiful.

(2.2.11) Fire stations are labelled as Fire Station with no specific reference in the entry name. Fire sub-
stations are labelled as Fire Station and Fire Sub-Station is added in the entry name, in order to provide
more specific information: Barrio San Jose Fire Sub-Station. Fire Station (..) Saint Joseph

Neighborhood Fire Sub-Station. Sign boards offer trustworthy guidance.
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(2.2.12) Some historical buildings have been reconstructed, deeply renovated or they are new buildings
constructed following traditional patterns. Label Historical Building is preserved if the construction
follows traditional patterns and it is placed in historical areas like Intramuros: Casa Manila. Historical
Building (...) Manila House; a building constructed in the 80’s in Intramuros following colonial patterns.

(2.2.13) Specific or general hospitals are labelled under the category Hospital. Their specificities are
indicated in the entry name in order to provide more accurate information: Sanctissimo Rosario
General Hospital. Hospital (...) Sanctissimo Rosary General Hospital [Latin Language Sanctissimo: Most
Holy].

(2.2.14) Pateros is the only Municipality in the National Capital Region, an administrative region popularly
known as Metro Manila, and made of 16 cities and one municipality. | classify Pateros as a City, but |
explain this circumstance in its section 2.6. Final Considerations: Pateros. City (...) Duck Raisers
[Pateros is not a City but a Municipality in Metro Manila]. Not: Pateros. Municipality (...) Duck Raisers.

(2.2.15) Defining name Plaza is preserved in the name entry even if it is later classified as a square, as |
consider it a Spanish defining name (see 2.1.9), being similar to Avenida, Callejon, and Rotonda (see
2.2.5). Furthermore, many Plaza are not squares but other entities like buildings, streets, or malls:
Centennial Plaza. Square (...) Centennial Square; Plaza de San Jose. Event Venue (...) Square of Saint
Joseph.

(2.2.16) Zaragoza Gate and Delpan Pier are classified as Port as they are a major sections of Manila’s north
port. Defining names Gate and Pier are preserved: Zaragoza Gate. Port (...) Saragossa Gate [City
Zaragoza].

(2.2.17) Religious buildings of all confessions and religions are labelled under the category Religious
Building. Confessions’ explanation may be added in the entry name if it makes part of the official or

popular name, in order to provide more specific information: Barrio Obrero Catholic Church. Religious
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Building (...) Worker Neighborhood Catholic Church, Working-Class Neighborhood Catholic Church
[Coincident Barrio: Also Baryo].

(2.2.18) Residential Area refers to a set of different buildings or houses spread along a vast area,
sometimes forming compounds or townhouses. Residential Building refers to specific and isolated
buildings, normally skyscrapers constituting condominiums. Sets of large buildings or skyscrapers
along the same large zone are considered Residential Area.

(2.2.18.1) Residential areas being named Compound, Executive Village, Homes, Subdivision, or
Townhouse are labelled as Residential Area. Their defining names are added in the name entry
if pertinent: Camella Subdivision. Residential Area. Camella Azadia Subdivision (...) Camella
Subdivision.

(2.2.18.2) Residential Areas’ names may coincide with streets, avenues, or alleys composing such
residential areas: Ballesteros. Street (...) Ballesteros [Eponym: Crossbowmen]; Ballesteros

Townhouse. Residential Area (...) Ballesteros Townhouse [Eponym Ballesteros: Crossbowmen].

2.3. Other Existing Names

(2.3.1) Section Other Existing Names refers to alternative names pointing to the same physical entity,
when they exist. If they do not exist, nothing is added: Avenida. Avenue. Avenida Rizal, Rizal Avenue
(...) Avenue.

(2.3.2) Different existing names for the same place have different entries if they are Hispanic, linking the
different denominations for the place entry in this section 2.3. Other Existing Names. Eponyms are
the exception: Del Pilar. Street. Marcelo H. Del Pilar (...) Del Pilar [Eponym: Of the Pillar]. In this case,
the only entry is ‘Del Pilar’. However, if the eponym complementary denomination introduces

common Spanish words, a different entry is established] (see 2.1.11, 2.5.1, 2.5.8, and 2.6.9): Dofia
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Julia Vargas de Ortigas. Avenue. Doia Julia Vargas (...) Ms. Julia Vargas de Ortigas [Eponym ‘de
Ortigas’: Of Nettles.

(2.3.3) Graphic variants of the same place name are not considered here. Sometimes, they are explained
between square brackets under the label Graphic Variant and colon: Estero de la Reina. Creek (...)
Estuary of the Queen [Graphic Variant: Estero Dela Reina] (see 2.1.4.2, 2.5.6.3, and 2.6.14.1).

(2.3.4) Names no longer popular but still used by some people -normally elderly people- or in some
specific areas are indicated with the label In Disuse between square brackets, as it also happened in
the entry name (see 2.1.6): Estero de la Reina. Creek. Canal de la Reina [In Disuse] (...) Estuary of the
Queen [Graphic Variant: Estero Dela Reinal.

(2.3.5) Old names no longer in use are analyzed in Chapter 4. Manila’s Place Names Evolution since 1898
and Annex A. Other Historical Place Names. They are not listed in Chapter 3. List of Place Names, as
that is a contemporary list (see b). However, these old names are indicated in this section 2.3. Other
Existing Names when they correspond to current Hispanic entities that have changed their names,
using the label Old Name between square brackets: Herrera. Street. Calle Camarines [Old Name] (...)
Herrera [Eponym: Smithy]. Old names are useful to show the linguistic changes and the social
evolution of Manila’s places, and they may also be useful to establish section 2.2. Kind of Element.

(2.3.5.1) A current name may correspond to several old names and the other way around, as
contemporary entities and historical entities do not always coincide in extension, and current
places may have had different names at different times. In these cases, all the solutions are
indicated. For instance, Recto Avenue corresponds to ten different historical entities and
names: Recto. Avenue. Calle General Izquierdo [Old Name], Calle Paz [Old Name], Calzada de

Bilibid [Old Name], Calzada de Iris [Old Name], Claro Mayo Recto Avenue, Paseo de Azcdrraga

Name], Puente Prin [Old Name] (...) Recto [Eponym: Straight].

(2.3.6) When the alternative name is the translation of the initial name entry -i.e., It is the Tagalog
translation of a Spanish noun or an English noun with Spanish elements, or it corresponds to the
English translation of a Tagalog or Spanish noun-, the different translated options are not established
in different entries even if they present Hispanic elements: Parokya Ng San Rafael Arkanghel. Religious
Building. San Rafael Parish Church (...) Parish of Saint Raphael Archangel [Almost Coincident Parokya,
Arkanghel: Parroquia, Arcangel]. Not: San Rafael Parish Church. Religious Building. Parokya Ng San
Rafael Arkanghel (...) Saint Raphael Parish Church. In these cases, the considered name for the entry
is the most popular or signalized one. Only in the case different options are equally used and popular,

and they present Hispanic elements, then particular entries are settled for all of them.

2.4. Coordinates

(2.4.1) Decimal geographical coordinates for the physical entities are offered, in order to allow readers
and researchers to obtain accurate physical information of the places. Geographical coordinates are
more useful and offer more rigorous information than descriptions. First number corresponds to
latitude and second number does to longitude, separated by comma: Actividad. Street. 14.670687,
120.966834. Activity.

(2.4.2) In the present style guidelines examples, coordinates are substituted with ellipsis for the sake of
simplicity: Actividad. Street (...) Activity.

(2.4.3) Additional location explanation is given between square brackets in this section 2.4. Coordinates
if pertinent: Capillita de la Virgen del Pozo. Historical Building. Our Lady of the Well, Pozo de la Virgen.
14.58194, 121.01382 [Inside ‘Nuestra Sefiora de los Desamparados’]. Small Chapel of the Virgin of the
Well.

(2.4.4) A middle point is taken for large entities like districts or roads in order to establish coordinates.
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2.5. Translation
(2.5.1) English translation for all the Hispanic names in every entry is provided in this section 2.5.
Translation, except for eponyms: Actividad. Street (...) Activity. Specific information for eponyms is
given in section 2.6. Final Considerations under the label Eponym followed by colon (see 2.1.11, 2.3.2,
2.5.8, and 2.6.9): Guerrero. Street. Fernando Maria Guerrero (...) Guerrero [Eponym: Warrior].
(2.5.2) Filipino non-Hispanic nouns are not translated here, but in section 2.6 Final Considerations under
the linguistic label, followed by the word to translate, colon, and the English translation, or just the
linguistic label, colon, and the English translation if the whole Name entry is considered (see e, 2.6.3,
2.6.10, 2.6.11, 2.6.16, and 2.6.19.6): Bahay Toro (...) Bahay Bull [Coincident Toro. Tagalog Language
Bahay: House]; Bagong Barrio (...) Bagong Neighborhood [Coincident Barrio: Also Baryo. Tagalog
Language Bagong: New]; Daan Escuela (...) Daang School [Almost Coincident Escuela: Eskwela. Tagalog
Language Daang: Road of, Street of]. The only names translated into English in this section are
Hispanic names.
(2.5.2.1) Exceptions are Tagalog prepositions Ni and Ng introducing single words or short noun
phrases, which are translated into English in the case of short phrases: Iglesia Ni Cristo (...)
Church of Christ [Almost Coincident Iglesia, Cristo: Iglesiya, Kristo]; Kapilya Ng Nazareno (...)
Chapel of Nazareno [Coincident Nazareno. Almost Coincident Kapilya: Capilla)]. If Niand Ng are
part of long Filipino phrases, then these long phrases are analyzed in section 2.6. Final
Considerations: Museo ng Bangko Sentral ng Pilipinas. Museum (...) Museum ng Bangko
Sentral ng Pilipinas [Coincident Museo. Almost Coincident ‘ng Bangko Sentral ng Pilipinas’: Of

the Central Bank of the Philippines]. For short phrases, these prepositions are capitalized:
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Museo Ni Jose Rizal. Museum. Museo Ni Rizal (...) Museum of Jose Rizal [Coincident Museo.
Eponym ‘Jose Rizal’]. It must be noted that short phrases make most of the cases.

(2.5.2.2) If a combination of Filipino and Spanish words is written together forming only one word,
then the elements are separated in this section 2.5. Translation, and the different words are
analyzed following the general rules: Macamisa. Street (...) Maca Mass [Coincident Misa.
Tagalog Language Maka: After. Unfinished Jose Rizal’s novel].

(2.5.3) Section Translation coincides with the Name entry if both Spanish and English share the same
word. In these cases, Tagalog solution usually coincides too. Tagalog coincidences are indicated in
section 2.6. Final Considerations with the labels Coincident and Almost Coincident (see 2.6.6, 2.6.7,
and 2.6.8): Nirvana. Street (...) Nirvana [Coincident].

(2.5.4) All the possible meanings for a name are given, stating them in alphabetical order and separating
them with comma: Camarin (...) Church Niche, Small Barn, Small Chamber [in the Philippines, normally
made of ‘nipa’ or bamboo].

(2.5.4.1) The first given translation is normally the one that corresponds to the entity: Las Farolas
The Fish World. Museum (...) The Lighthouses The Fish World, The Streetlights The Fish World.
For geographical entities, as a rule only the geographical meaning that gives sense to the name
is stated: La Mesa. Nature Reserve (...) The Plateau.

(2.5.4.2) Different translations may correspond to style differences: Globo de Oro. Street (...) Globe
of Gold, Golden Globe. In these cases, both options are given as one of them is the literal
translation including preposition ‘of (see 2.5.6) and the other one is the most common
translation. Similar in ‘La Casita Mercedes’: La Casita Mercedes. Hotel (...) The Small House
Mercedes, Mercedes Small House. For all these cases, | first state the literal translation and

then the other options.
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(2.5.4.3) English and Spanish solutions may present style differences and they may have separated
rooted traditions in their respective languages, different to the literal ones. In these cases, the
literal translation is given first and then the original formula in English (see 2.5.4.2): Fuerte de
San Antonio Abad. Historical Building (...) Fort of Saint Anthony Abbot, Fort of Saint Anthony
the Abbot; Maria Auxiliadora Parish.

(2.5.5) Different entries under the same name may have different meanings and references. Their specific
meanings for each entry are invidually indicated in sections 2.5 Translation and 2.6 Final
Considerations according to these guidelines. For instance, Concepcion is sometimes a common noun
meaning Conception and other times it refers to an eponym: Concepcion. Street (...) Conception. But
also: Concepcion. Street (...) Concepcion [Eponym: Conception]; Granate. Street (...) Garnet. But also:
Granate. Street (...) Maroon.

(2.5.6) Spanish preposition ‘de’ is translated using the English preposition ‘of’: Calle de Anda (...) Street of
Anda; Estero de Tripa de Gallina. Creek. Estero de Gallina, Tripa de Gallina (...) Estuary of Gut of Hen.
But also: Calle Azul. Street (...) Blue Street.

(2.5.6.1) Preposition ‘de’ is preserved when it makes part of the whole person’s name: Lope de

Vega Tower. Residential Building (...) Lope de Vega Tower.
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(2.5.6.2) Preposition ‘de’ is eluded when it makes part of a date or a geographical name: 3 de Junio.
Street (...) June 3; Agusan del Norte. Street (...) Agusan del Norte [Province: North Agusan.
Manobo Language Agusan: Place where the water flows. Originally Agusan: Agasan]; Leyte del
Sur. Street (...) Leyte del Sur [Province: South Leyte].

(2.5.6.3) Combination of preposition ‘de’ and articles ‘la’, ‘los’, and ‘las’ is usually written together
in the Filipino script: Dela Costa, Dela Fuente, Delos Reyes. This combination usually refers to
anthroponyms. In general, the official or most common formula is preserved. If the historical
name it refers presents a different writing, it is explained in section 2.6. Final Considerations
using the label Originally (see 2.6.14): Horacio Dela Costa. Avenue (...) Horacio Dela Costa
[Eponym ‘Dela Costa’: Of the Coast. Originally: Horacio V. de la Costal; Isabelo Delos Reyes

pointed, with the specification of Graphic Variant in section 2.6. Final Considerations (see
2.1.4.2, 2.3.3, and 2.6.14.1): Muelle de la Industria. Port, Street (...) Dock of the Industry
[Graphic Variant: Muelle Dela Industria].

(2.5.6.4) When the entry name presents the English preposition ‘of’, it is preserved in the translated
version: Archdiocesan Shrine of Espiritu Santo. Religious Building (...) Archdiocesan Shrine of
Holy Spirit; Escuela de Corazon of Quezon City. Educational Building (...) School of Heart of
Quezon City.

(2.5.7) Linguistic Hispanic variants different from current European Spanish solutions are specified in
section 2.6. Final Considerations after the label Originally, its current formula, colon, and the historical

formula, or just the label Originally, colon, and its historical formula if the whole Name entry is
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considered (see e, 2.6.3, and 2.6.15): Isla de Convalencia. Island (...) Island of Convalescence [Originally
Convalencia: Convalencencia); Postigo de la Nuestra Sefiora del Soledad. Historical Building (...) Deck
of Our Lady of the Solitude [Originally: Postigo de Nuestra Sefiora de la Soledad, with an article-
possessive structure].

(2.5.8) Religious anthroponyms or agionyms, historical global personalities, and Spanish geographical
place names are translated if such translations are rooted in the English tradition (see 2.6.9.1 and
2.6.12.7): Magallanes (...) Magellan [Eponym]; San Miguel (...) Saint Michael; San Pedro (...) Saint Peter;
San Rafael (...) Saint Raphael; Sevilla (...) Seville. Historical global personalities preserve label Eponym.
However, the original formula is preserved if it does not have an English traditional equivalent,
indicating its nature and translation in section 2.6. Final Considerations if pertinent: Nueva Viscaya.
Street (...) Nueva Vizcaya [Originally: Nueva Vizcaya. Province: New Biscay]; San Lorenzo Ruiz (...) Saint
Lorenzo Ruiz.

(2.5.8.1) The agionym may be used with no religious introductory name. In these cases, the name
is still translated if it has an English popular equivalent: Paso de Blas (...) Passage of Blaise; Blas
refers to Saint Blaise.

(2.5.9) Some entries have both religious and non-religious meanings. Religious names are still translated
if pertinent, and they may be clarified in section 2.6. Final Considerations with the label Religious
Name (see 2.6.27): Divina Gracia. Street (...) Divine Grace [Religious Name]; Loreto. Extension (...)
Loreto [Religious Name]. Additional explanation may be given after the label Religious Name and
colon: Siena. Barangay (...) Siena [Coincident. Italian City, Religious Name: Saint Catherine of Siena].

(2.5.10) In the case of Vegetal Species, literal meaning and common translation may differ. Literal
translation is offered in this section 2.5. Translation, and then the analysis is given in section 2.6. Final

Considerations, under the label Vegetal Species followed by colon and the scientific name, whose
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initial letters are capitalized. If the entry name corresponds to several vegetal species with different
scientific names, all of them are indicated and they are separated by comma (see 2.6.19): Escarlata.
Street (...) Scarlet [Vegetal Species: Anagallis Arvensis, Lysimachia Arvensis. Scarlet, Pimpernel]. Then,
after a period, the common English names are pointed: Caballero (...) Horseman [Vegetal Species:
Caesalpinia Pulcherrima. Peacock Flower and many common names all over the world]; Cadena de
Amor (...) Chain of Love [Vegetal Species: Antigonon Leptopus. Coral Vine, Bee Bush, and some other
names all over the world]; Pifna-Santol Subdivision. Residential Area (...) Pineapple-Santol Subdivision
[Coincident Santol. Almost Coincident Pifia: Pinya. Vegetal Species Santol: Sandoricum Koetjape.
Cotton Fruit, Santol].

(2.5.10.1) The Hispanic entry name and the English common noun may coincide, even when the
literal translation is different. In these cases, the literal translation is given in this section 2.5.
Translation, and the English coinciding common noun is still pointed in section 2.6. Final
Considerations, after the label Vegetal Species, colon, the scientific name, and a period:
Mariposa Lily. Street (...) Butterfly Lily [Vegetal Species: Genus Calochorus. Mariposa Lily];
Rugosa. Street (..) Rough [Vegetal Species: Rosa Rugosa. Beach Rose, Japanese Rose,
Letchberry, Ramanas Rose, Rugosa Rose].

(2.5.10.2) If the entry name has no literal translation, then the popular English translation is offered
in this section 2.5. Translation: Caimito (...) Abiu Tree, Star Apple Tree [Coincident. Vegetal
Species: Chrysophyllum Cainito]. Chico is not translated as Small or Boy, as the vegetal species
name has no relation with these words, but a different etymology: Chico (...) Chikoo, Sapodilla

[Vegetal Species: Manilkara Zapota. Nahuatl Language Xicotzapotl: Chicozapote].
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(2.5.10.3) Narra has many different English translations depending on the area of the world. As it
is not a common word in English, it is directly translated with its scientific name: Narra (...)
Pterocarpus Indicus [Coincident].

(2.5.11) The Spanish Mama is translated as Mamma and Mother: Mama Conchita. Avenue (...) Mamma
Conchita, Mother Conchita [Eponym Conchita: Little Concha. Eponym, Nickname Concha:
Concepcidn].

(2.5.12) Villa is commonly translated as both Town and Villa: Villa Alegre. Residential Area (...) Cheerful
Town, Cheerful Villa. If it refers to a mansion, it is only translated as Villa: Villa Pacencia. Historical
Building. Jose P. Laurel Residence (...) Patience Villa [AImost Coincident Pacencia: Pasensya. Originally
Pacencia: Paciencia]. If it refers to a settlement, it is only translated as Town: Villa Fernandina de
Vigan. Event Venue (...) Fernandino Town of Vigan.

(2.5.13) Violeta is always translated as Violet and the label ‘Vegetal Species: Genus Viola’ is added in its
final considerations when it refers to the flower (see 2.5.5, 2.5.10, and 2.6.19). The Tagalog form is
Byoleta: Violeta. Street (...) Violet [Almost Coincident: Byoleta]. But also: Violeta. Street (...) Violet

[Almost Coincident: Byoleta. Vegetal Species: Genus Viola].

2.6. Final Considerations

(2.6.1) Additional information is given at the end of some entries between square brackets. If there are
several issues to clarify in these final considerations, all of them are written in this section, at the end
of the entry, between the same square brackets, separating them with period, and sorting them in
alphabetical order: Bahay Toro (...) Bahay Bull [Coincident Toro. Tagalog Language Bahay: House];

Bagong Barrio (...) Bagong Neighborhood [Coincident Barrio: Also Baryo. Tagalog Language Bagong:
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New]; Camarines. Street (...) Camarines [Province: Small Barns, Small Chambers. In the Philippines,
normally made of ‘nipa’ or bamboo]; Caracas. Street (...) Caracas [City. Cariban Language].

(2.6.1.1) In the case of Coincident and Almost Coincident elements, first Coincident words are
stated and then Almost Coincident words. Inside each label, elements are ordered as they
appear in the name entry: Iglesia Ni Cristo Lokal Ng Admiral. Religious Building (...) Church of
Christ Locale of Admiral [AlImost Coincident Iglesia, Cristo: Iglesiya, Kristo; Lokal: Local].

(2.6.2) Translations in this section 2.6. Final Considerations are introduced by colon and they begin with
capital letter, even if the original words to translate do not (see e and section 2.5. Translation):
Carmen de Luna. Street (...) Carmen de Luna [Eponym ‘de Luna’: Of Moon]. If such colon is not written,
then | am only remarking a word or set of words stated in the entry without giving translation or
additional information (see e and 2.6.4): Amaia Skies Avenida. Residential Building (...) Amaia Skies
Avenue [Eponym Amaia]; Destileria Limtuaco. Museum (...) Limtuaco Distillery [Chinese Eponym
Limtuaco].

(2.6.3) If the whole entry name is referred, such entry name is not remarked after any label -e.g.,
Coincident, Almost Coincident, Eponym, Vegetal Species-, but its meaning or any pertinent
clarification is directly added after the label and colon: Justa. Street (...) Justa [Eponym: Fair, Just]. If
the reference is a part of the whole entry, then such part is written after the considered label and
then its meaning or any pertinent clarification is added after colon: Carmen de Luna. Street (...)

‘de los Santos’: Of the Saints]. But also: General Aguinaldo. Avenue (...) General Aguinaldo [Almost
Coincident General: Heneral. Eponym Aguinaldo: Christmas Bonus].

(2.6.4.1) Entries may have different elements to be remarked under the same category, being
some of them phrase nouns and others single nouns. These elements are separated by comma
after its classification label, they are alphabetically ordered, no quotes are added for singles
nouns, but phrase nouns are single quoted: Padre Pio Rufino Don Antonio Memorial Chapel.
Religious Building (...) Father Pio Rufino Mister Antonio Memorial Chapel [Eponym ‘Pio Rufino’,
Antonio].

(2.6.5) Other non-regulated specific information is also given at the end of these final considerations,
usually starting with the remarked word or name followed by colon and the information: Las Pifias.
City (...) The Pineapples, The Rocks [Rocks: Originally Pefias. Two different explanations for its
etymology]; Panciteria Macanista de Buen Gusto. Historical Building (...) Macanist Panciteria of Good
Taste [Panciteria: restaurant specialized in pancit. Macanist: from Macaul.

(2.6.6) Labels Coincident and Almost Coincident refer to linguistic similarities between Spanish and
Tagalog reflected in the place names. Small phonetical, spelling, or normative differences are labelled
as Almost Coincident: Spanish Cometa and Tagalog Kometa, Spanish Castafias and Tagalog Kastanyas,
they are considered Almost Coincident. Label Coincident does not require a translation or equivalence
after colon, because it points an exact coincidence between Spanish and Tagalog, already translated
into English in section 2.5. Translation: Bahay Toro (...) Bahay Bull [Coincident Toro. Tagalog Language

Bahay: House]. Acute accents are not considered to classify items as Almost Coincident, but they
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establish Coincident cases: Paraiso (...) Paradise [Coincident]. Not: Paraiso (...) Paradise [Almost
Coincident: Paraiso]. Label Almost Coincident requires the equivalent Tagalog or Spanish solution
after colon: Aplaya. Street (...) Beach, Seashore [Almost Coincident: Playal.

(2.6.7) Spanish and Tagalog words being exactly coincident in the other language are specified under the
label Coincident. English names coincident in Spanish are not specified, as in these cases section 2.1.
Name and section 2.5. Translation coincide: Acacia (...) Acacia. In those cases, Tagalog solutions tend
to coincide with the English and Spanish ones (see 2.5.3). Coincident cases do not need any
translation between Tagalog and Spanish after colon: Durian. Street (...) Durian [Coincident]. Acute
accents do not make any difference for coincidences: Paraiso (...) Paradise [Coincident]. Not: Paraiso
(...) Paradise [Almost Coincident: Paraiso].

(2.6.7.1) Coincident elements in long entries in which not all the words are coincident are specified
under the label Coincident followed by the corresponding words, with no introduction by
colon. If the part to remark is made of two or more words, then it is single quoted. If it is made
of one word, it is not (see e and 2.6.4): Bahay Toro (...) Bahay Bull [Coincident Toro. Tagalog
Language Bahay: House].

(2.6.7.2) Different coincident -or almost coincident- elements in the same entry are analyzed and
translated in appearance order: Iglesia Ni Cristo Lokal Ng General De Leon (...) Church of Christ
Locale of General De Leon [Coincident Leon: Lion. Almost Coincident Iglesia, Cristo, General:
Iglesiya, Kristo, Heneral; Lokal: Local. Eponym ‘De Leon’: Of Lion].

(2.6.7.3) Entries may comprise Spanish affixes, the root word coincides in Spanish and Tagalog, but
the affix is not commonly present in Tagalog. These cases are labelled as Coincident followed
by the coincident word with no affix: Pariancillo Villa. Barangay (...) Small Market Town, Small

Market Villa [Coincident Parian].
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(2.6.7.4) Sometimes, Hispanized Tagalog or old Spanish nouns are used while the current European
Spanish common nouns for the items are different. Then, labels Coincident or Almost
Coincident are still used if needed, and the current European Spanish common formula is
pointed after the label Common Spanish and colon. If Coincident, it is labelled as such and
then the Spanish current equivalent is given after period, the label Common Spanish, and
colon: Corregidor. Street (...) Mayor [Coincident. Common Spanish: Alcalde. Island].

(2.6.7.5) Barrio is labelled as Coincident, but the formula Baryo is also pointed after colon and Also,
as both Barrio and Baryo are used nowadays: Bagong Barrio (...) Bagong Neighborhood
[Coincident Barrio: Also Baryo. Tagalog Language Bagong: New].

(2.6.8) Tagalog and Spanish nouns may present slight differences. These cases are labelled under the
formula Almost Coincident, colon, and the original Spanish or Tagalog solution: Aplaya. Street (...)
Beach, Seashore [Almost Coincident: Playa]; Bagong Calzada. Road (..) Bagong Road [Almost
Coincident Calzada: Kalsada. Tagalog Language Bagong: New]; Birheng Milagrosa Chapel. Religious
Building (...) Miraculous Virgin Chapel [Coincident Milagrosa. Almost Coincident Birgheng: Virgen de].
Sometimes, they are just small spelling differences due to graphic, phonetical, and phonological
contrasts: Diamante. Street (...) Diamond [Almost Coincident: Dyamante]. Acute accents are not
considered to establish almost coincidences, but they are classified as coincidences: Paraiso (...)
Paradise [Coincident]. Not: Paraiso (...) Paradise [Almost Coincident: Paraiso].

(2.6.8.1) If there are almost coincident solutions in an entry and some of them refer to Spanish
formulas while others refer to Tagalog formulas, then they are separated by semicolon: Iglesia
Ni Cristo Lokal Ng General De Leon. Religious Building (...) Church of Christ Locale of General
De Leon [Coincident Leon. Almost Coincident Iglesia, Cristo, General: Iglesiya, Kristo, Heneral;

Lokal: Local. Eponym ‘De Leon’: Of Lion].
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(2.6.8.2) Sometimes, Hispanized Tagalog or old Spanish nouns are used while the current European
Spanish common nouns for the items are different. Then, labels Coincident or Almost
Coincident are still used if needed, and the current European Spanish common formula is
pointed after the label Common Spanish and colon. If AImost Coincident, the Spanish linguistic
equivalent is given after the label Almost Coincident and colon, and then the Spanish common
formula is pointed after a period, the label Common Spanish, and colon: Barilles. Street (...)
Barrel Fish [Almost Coincident: Barriles. Common Spanish: Pez Duende, Opisthoproctidae].

(2.6.8.3) Hybrid forms are also explained. First, the original Spanish formula is indicated after the
label Almost Coincident and colon. Then, the original Filipino formula is given after a period,
the label Originally, the language, and colon (see 2.6.16): Escuelahan Preparatoria De Maza.
Educational Building (...) Preparatory School of Maza [Almost Coincident Escuelahan: Escuela.
Originally Tagalog Language Escuelahan: Eskwela or Eskwelahan].

(2.6.8.4) It is easy to find similarities between most of the Spanish solutions and some solutions in
the Filipino historical and dialectal corpus, even when such coincidences are not specified. For
instance, Tagalog Komersyo exists for Comercio -entry: Commercio-, although it is rarely used,
and the most common solution is Kalakalan.

(2.6.9) As a general rule, eponyms are not indicated as they are easy to perceive. However, some eponyms
are pointed out under the label Eponym in this section 2.6. Final Considerations, and their translations
are added after colon if they have a common and extended meaning in Spanish (see 2.1.11, 2.3.2,
2.5.1, and 2.5.8): Corazon. Street (...) Corazon [Eponym: Heart].

(2.6.9.1) Eponyms having a traditional English equivalent are translated in section 2.5. Translation,

as usual for common words (see 2.5.8). This usually happens with religious names and
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historical global personalities. For the latter, label Eponym is still added: San Pedro (...) Saint
Peter; Magallanes (...) Magellan [Eponym].

(2.6.9.2) The same words may be eponyms and common nouns in different place names: Angeles,
Candido, Luna. Each different place has its own entry. Eponyms are not translated into English
in section 2.5. Translation and they are analyzed in this section 2.6. Final Considerations: Luna.
Street (...) Luna [Eponym: Moon]. Common nouns need no extra information and they are
translated as usual (see section 2.5): Luna. Street (...) Moon.

(2.6.9.3) Eponyms may have different meanings. All of them are indicated, separated by comma:
Bragados. Street (...) Bragados [Eponym: Gretties, Resolutes, Cattle having the inner legs of a
different color].

(2.6.9.4) In the case of eponyms made of two or more nouns in which a few nouns refer to Spanish
common words, these Spanish common words are pointed out after the label Eponym and
their translation is given after colon. If the part to remark is made of two or more words, then
it is single quoted. If it is made of only one word, then it is not quoted (see e and 2.6.4): Antonio
Regidor Elementary School. Educational Building (...) Antonio Regidor Elementary School
[Eponym Regidor: Alderman]; Dalisay Aldaba Recital Hall. Hall (...) Dalisay Aldaba Recital Hall
[Eponym Aldaba: Doorknocker]; Scout De Guia. Street (...) Scout De Guia [Eponym ‘De Guia’:
Of Guidance].

(2.6.9.5) Eponyms with a common meaning coincident in Spanish and Tagalog are labelled as
Coincident, followed by period and the label Eponym (see 2.6.7): Laurel (...) Laurel [Coincident.
Eponym].

(2.6.9.6) Eponyms indicating a part of the original person’s whole name, or the origins of a city or

major toponymical entity in Metro Manila, may be explained after the label From (see 2.6.12.4
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and 2.6.24): Calasanz. Street (...) Calasanz [Eponym. From ‘Saint Joseph Calasanz’]; Cielito
Homes. Residential Area (...) Cielito Homes [Eponym Cielito: Little Sky, Sweetheart. From
‘Cielito Zamora’].

(2.6.9.7) Hispanic eponyms not totally assimilated in Spanish language and better ascribed to other
languages may be indicated by stating the language name, the label Eponym, the place name,
colon, and its meaning if pertinent (see 2.6.12.6 and 2.6.13): Casa Boix. Historical Building {...)
Boix House [Catalan Eponym Boix: Box, Boxwood]; Destileria Limtuaco. Museum {(...) Limtuaco
Distillery [Chinese Eponym Limtuaco]; lturralde Mansion. Historical Building (...) Ilturralde
Mansion [Almost Coincident Mansion: Mansyon. Basque Eponym Iturralde].

(2.6.9.8) Eponyms presenting some common and interesting morphological clues, like diminutives,
are translated after the label Eponym and colon, maintaining the root eponym: Isabelita.
Barangay (...) Isabelita [Eponym: Little Isabel].

(2.6.10) Filipino words interesting to understand the whole entry are analyzed in this section (see 2.5.2,
2.6.11, 2.6.16, and 2.6.19.6). If the word is Coincident or Almost Coincident, it is translated into English
in section 2.5. Translation and the coincidence with Spanish is explained using the correspondent label
and colon (see 2.6.6, 2.6.7, and 2.6.8). If it is not, it is translated into English in this section 2.6. Final
Considerations, after the linguistic label -Tagalog Language or any other Filipino Language-, and
colon: Bagong Barrio (...) Bagong Neighborhood [Coincident Barrio: Also Baryo. Tagalog Language
Bagong: New]; Bahay Toro (...) Bahay Bull [Coincident Toro. Tagalog Language Bahay: House]; Daang
Escuela. Street (...) Daang School [Almost Coincident Escuela: Eskwela. Tagalog Language Daang: Road
of, Street of]; Kapilya Ng Pagkabuhay. Religious Building (...) Chapel of Pagkabuhay [Almost Coincident

Kapilya: Capilla. Tagalog Language Pagkabuhay: Resurrection].
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(2.6.11) Spanish words whose current Filipino meaning has evolved or changed are explained after the
label Tagalog Language -or any other Filipino Language-, its Filipino spelling if different to the one
stated in section 2.1. Name Entry, and colon (see 2.5.2, 2.6.10, 2.6.16, and 2.6.19.6): Eskinita (...)
Corner [Tagalog Language: Lane].

(2.6.12) I remark place names referring to external geographical entities: cities or municipalities out of
Metro Manila, countries, islands, provinces, regions, rivers, mounts, and mountain ranges. If there is
a graphic difference, then the official or most common form is indicated after the correspondent label
and colon: Endaya (...) Hendaye [Municipality: Hendaya]. In some cases, the literal translation is also
given after the geographical label and colon: Ecuador (...) Ecuador [Country: Equator]; El Nido (...) El
Nido [Municipality: The Nest]; Fuga (...) Fuga [Island: Escape]; La Paz (...) La Paz [City: The Peace].

(2.6.12.1) Physical non-political geographical entities are translated as usual, and then classified
using geographical labels: Agudo. Street (...) Acute, Sharp [Mount: Mount Agudo]; Lunas.
Street (...) Moons [Mount].

(2.6.12.2) Geographical names do not necessarily refer to Spanish geographical entities, but they
may refer to Philippine places that got their name from Spanish places. In these cases, some
extra information is given, if pertinent: Cuenca (...) Cuenca [Municipality in Batangas, the
Philippines].

(2.6.12.3) Province capitals are classified as City: Alicante. Street (...) Alicante [City]. If it is an urban
settlement but not a capital, then it is classified as a Municipality: Alcoy. Street (...) Alcoy
[Municipality]. If the province name coincides with the city, | do not add the label Province to
the already stated City. If it is both an eponym and a geographical entity, that is, a
geographical entity named after a Spanish person or a Spanish surname whose origin is a

geographical entity, both labels are stated in alphabetical order, separated by comma and
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starting with capital letter: Caraballo. Street (...) Caraballo [Eponym, Mountain Range]; Gandia.
Street. Scout Gandia (...) Gandia [Eponym, Municipality]. If it corresponds to a common noun
in Spanish language, the translation is added after colon (see 2.6.9): Luna (...) Luna [Eponym,
Municipality: Moon]. The municipality may be a historical settlement no longer existing:
Numancia. Street (...) Numatia [Municipality].

(2.6.12.4) Cities and major place names of Manila derived from eponyms may be explained after
the label Eponym, period, and the label From (see 2.6.9.6, and 2.6.24): Valenzuela. City (...)
Valenzuela [Eponym. From ‘Pio Valenzuela’].

(2.6.12.5) Region is a wide term to fix different political territorial entities: Autonomous
Communities in Spain, States in Mexico and the USA, Regions in the Philippines, etc. As
Hispanic place names may come from all over the world, this term is established for broad
territories, general comprising several provinces or smaller territorial demarcations still bigger
than cities and municipalities.

(2.6.12.6) Some place names refer to Peninsular entities coined using a language different from
Spanish. Then, the glossonym, the label Language, and the found name are stated, followed
by colon and the Spanish equivalent (see 2.6.9.7 and 2.6.13). For the section 2.5. Translation,
the coined formula is maintained if there is no traditional English equivalent: Lleida Tower.
Residential Building (...) Lleida Tower [City. Catalan Language Lleida: Lerida]; Majorca
Residences. Residential Building (...) Majorca Residences [City, Island. Catalan Language
Majorca: Mallorcal.

(2.6.12.7) Spanish geographical place names having English popular equivalents are translated in

section 2.5. Translation (see 2.5.8): Sevilla (...) Seville. Note: Nueva Viscaya (...) Nueva Vizcaya
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[Originally: Nueva Vizcaya. Province: New Biscay]; because New Biscay is not an English
popular form.

(2.6.12.8) Other place names refer to entities out of the Hispanic world whose Spanish equivalent
name is found in Manila’s map. Extra information is given in these cases with a short
description, period, the original language for the place name, the label Language, the original
linguistic solution, colon, and its current translation (see 2.6.13): Florencia. Road (...) Florence
[City. Italian Language Firenze: Florencia].

(2.6.13) Names and words not totally assimilated in Spanish language and better ascribed to other
languages are indicated by stating the language name, the label Language, the original word, colon
and its meaning, if pertinent: Chico (...) Chikoo, Sapodilla [Vegetal Species: Manilkara Zapota. Nahuatl
Language Xicotzapotl: Chicozapote]; Ciudad Regina. Residential Area (...) Regina City [Latin Language
Regina: Queen]: Corazonville Townhouse. Residential Area (..) Heart Ville Townhouse [French
Language Ville: Municipality, Village]; Lima. Street (...) Lima [City. Quetchua Language Rimaq, and from
there Limaq: Eponym for an oracle, related to the verb ‘to speak’ (Cerrén-Palomino, 2000)].

(2.6.14) The original place name and the current graphic representation may vary. This circumstance is
explained using the label Originally (see 2.5.6 for the specific case of preposition ‘de’). If the part to
analyze is made of two or more words, then it is single quoted. If it is made of only one word, then it
is not quoted (see e and 2.6.4): Horacio Dela Costa. Avenue (...) Horacio Dela Costa [Eponym ‘Dela
Costa’: Of the Coast. Originally: Horacio V. de la Costa]; Isabelo Delos Reyes Elementary School.
Educational Building (...) Isabelo De Los Reyes Elementary School [Eponym ‘Delos Reyes’: Of the Kings.
Originally ‘Isabelo De Los Reyes’: Isabelo de los Reyes y Florentino]; Nuestra Sefora Dela Paz y
Buenviaje. Religious Building (...) Our Lady of the Peace and Good Travel [Originally: Nuestra Sefiora

de la Paz y Buenviaje]; Pilar Village (...) Pilar Village [Eponym Pilar: Pillar. Originally Pilar: Dofia Pilar
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Aguirre]; Santo Nifio Dela Providencia. Religious Building (...) Saint Child of the Providence, Holy Child
of the Providence [Originally: Santo Nifio de la Providencial.

(2.6.14.1) Both formulas may coexist and be equally used. In these cases, only the original Spanish
spelling normative option is given, with the specification of Graphic Variant (see 2.1.4.2,2.3.3,
and 2.5.6.3): Epifanio de los Santos. Avenue, Road. EDSA, Highway 54 (...) Epifanio de los Santos
[Eponym ‘de los Santos’: Of the Saints. Graphic Variant: Epifanio Delos Santos].

(2.6.15) Linguistic Hispanic variants different from current European Spanish solutions are specified after
the label Originally, its current formula, colon, and the historical formula, or just the label Originally,
colon and its historical formula if the whole Name entry is considered (see e, 2.5.7 and 2.6.3): Isla de
Convalencia (...) Island of Convalescence [Originally Convalencia: Convalecencia]; Postigo de la
Nuestra Sefiora del Soledad (...) Deck of Our Lady of the Solitude [Originally: Postigo de Nuestra Sefiora
de la Soledad, with an article-possessive structure]. It also happens for some geographical entities and
vegetal species: Victoria (...) Vitoria [City. Originally: Vitoria]; Madrofia (...) Arbutus [Originally:
Madrofo]. For the original historical formulas, Spanish graphic norms, including acute accents, are
preserved: Martirez del 96. Barangay Hall (...) Martyrs of the 96 [Originally Martirez: Martires].
Sometimes, the word has changed in time, it is still classified as a Hispanic item, but its Tagalog
equivalent is very similar. Then, it is also labelled as Almost Coincident (see 2.6.8): Pacencia. Street
(...) Patience [Almost Coincident: Pasensya. Originally: Paciencia].

(2.6.16) Filipino interesting elements may have changed in time. In these cases, these Filipino elements
are treated as usual (see 2.5.2, 2.6.10, 2.6.11, and 2.6.19.6) and the variation is analyzed in this section
2.6. Final Considerations. First, the Filipino current formula is remarked between its linguistic label
and colon, then the translation is offered, a period is stated and finally the Filipino historical formula

is given after the label Originally, the current formula if pertinent, and colon: Laguna de Bay (...)
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Lagoon of Bay [Tagalog Language Bay: Settlement. Originally Bay: Bahayan]. Same for Filipino
languages different from Tagalog: Agusan del Norte (...) Agusan del Norte [Province: North Agusan.
Manobo Language Agusan: Place where the water flows. Originally Agusan: Agasan].

(2.6.17) Label Originally is only written to indicate names that are not currently in use. Names currently
in use are stated in section 2.3. Other Existing Names, or they are specified under the label Graphic
Variant.

(2.6.18) When the meaning origins could not be contrasted but | have deep intuitions, then it is indicated
under the label Probably. If such intuitions about the meaning origins are weaker, then it is indicated
under the label May refer to. In both cases, the entry is translated as usual in section 2.5. Translation:
Solita. Street (...) Alone Little Woman [Probably an eponym]; Manchas. Street (...) Stains [May refer to
the Spanish Region of La Manchal. If there are different options, all the suitable options are indicated:
La Felonila. Street (...) The Felonila [May refer to Filomela: Nightingale Bird. May refer to the eponym
Felomila. May refer to ‘treacherous woman’].

(2.6.19) Common vegetal species having a popular English name do not require additional information:
Amapola. Street (...) Poppy. However, rarer vegetal species are explained in this section 2.6. Final
Considerations under the label Vegetal Species, colon, and their scientific names, whose initial letters
are always capitalized: Agujo (...) Agujo [Vegetal Species: Casuarina Equisetifolia]. In some cases, literal
translations, popular names, and scientific meanings may differ. All of them are offered, giving the
English literal translation in section 2.5. Translation, and scientific and popular meanings in this section
2.6. Final Considerations after the label Vegetal Species and colon (see 2.5.10): Mariposa Lily. Street
(...) Butterfly Lily [Vegetal Species: Genus Calochorus. Mariposa Lily].

(2.6.19.1) A common noun may correspond to several vegetal species. The English literal

translation is offered in section 2.5. Translation, and then, in this section 2.6. Final
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Considerations, scientific names are offered after the label Vegetal Species and colon. Then,
still in 2.6. Final Considerations, the most popular English names are given after period.
Different scientific names and popular names are separated by comma: Rugosa. Street (...)
Rough [Vegetal Species: Rosa Rugosa. Letchberry, Rugosa Rose, Beach Rose, Japanese Rose,
Ramanas Rose]. The entry name may correspond to several vegetal species under the same
Genus: Estero de Balete. Creek (...) Estuary of Balete Tree [Vegetal Species Balete: Genus
Ficus].

(2.6.19.2) If the entry name has no literal translation, then the popular English translation is offered
in section 2.5. Translation (see 2.5.10.2): Caimito (...) Abiu Tree, Star Apple Tree [Coincident.
Vegetal Species: Chrysophyllum Cainito]. Chico is not translated as Small or Boy, as the vegetal
species name has no relation with these words, but a different etymology: Chico (...) Chikoo,
Sapodilla [Vegetal Species: Manilkara Zapota. Nahuatl Language Xicotzapotl: Chicozapote].

(2.6.19.3) Vegetal species being only a part of the whole phrase place name are remarked after the
label Vegetal Species, and single quoted if they are made of two or more words. Then, the
analysis is given after colon (see e, 2.6.3, and 2.6.4): Dama de Noche Pildera. Residential Area
(...) Lady of Night Pildera, Lady at Night Pildera [Coincident ‘Dama de Noche’. Vegetal Species
‘Dama de Noche’: Cestrum Nocturnum. Night-blooming Jasmine].

(2.6.19.4) The Hispanic entry name and the English common noun may coincide, even when the
literal translation is different. In these cases, the literal translation is preserved in section 2.5.
Translation, and the English coinciding common noun is still pointed in this section 2.6. Final
Considerations after the label Vegetal Species, colon, the scientific name, and a period:

Mariposa Lily. Street (...) Butterfly Lily [Vegetal Species: Genus Calochorus. Mariposa Lily];
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Rugosa. Street (..) Rough [Vegetal Species: Rosa Rugosa. Beach Rose, Japanese Rose,
Letchberry, Ramanas Rose, Rugosa Rose].

(2.6.19.5) Sometimes, the entry name is not used in common Spanish. Then, the Spanish current
equivalent is pointed after the vegetal species analysis, period, the label Common Spanish and
colon (see 2.6.7.4 and 2.6.8.2): Milflores. Street (...) A Thousand Flowers [Vegetal Species:
Hydrangea Macrophylla. Common Spanish: Hortensia). For these cases, different linguistic
corpora have been consulted and considered (RAE, n.d.a; RAE, n.d.b; RAE, n.d.c).

(2.6.19.6) In the case of Filipino vegetal species names being a part of the entry, Filipino elements
are pointed with their linguistic label in this section 2.6. Final Considerations (see 2.5.2, 2.6.10,
2.6.11, and 2.6.16), and then the vegetal species is analyzed after the label Vegetal Species,
stating the Filipino name, colon, and its scientific name or translation: Krus na Ligas. Barangay
(...) Cross na Ligas [Almost Coincident Krus: Cruz. Tagalog Language ‘na Ligas’. Vegetal Species
Ligas: Semecarpus Cuneiformis].

(2.6.20) Semantic fields may be indicated if an entry contrasts another entry under the same name but a
different meaning: Escarlata. Street (...) Scarlet [Color]; Escarlata. Street (...) Scarlet [Vegetal Species:
Anagallis Arvensis, Lysimachia Arvensis. Pimpernel, Scarlet].

(2.6.20.1) Currencies are also indicated under the label Currency, in order to avoid confusion with
other meanings, and their translation is given after colon if pertinent: Escudo (...) Escudo
[Currency: Shield. Portuguese Language]. In the case of Escudo, it refers to the currency used
in some former Portuguese colonies, although a currency with the same name was used in
Spanish territories too. The name coincides in both Portuguese and Spanish languages. In
general, currencies coincide in English, Spanish, and Tagalog: Lira.

Manila’s Place Names Evolution since 1898

Hispanic place names are common in Manila due to historical reasons. In the following pages, | show the
changes of place names present in the historical City of Manila at the end of the Spanish colonial rule in
1898, and the results are analyzed in terms of preservation and linguistic filiation. Defining and proper
place names are distinguished, and | expound that 54.79% proper place names have disappeared, while
45.21% are preserved. New place names substituting disappeared proper place names tend to be Hispanic

eponyms due to cultural, historical, and social reasons.

4.1. Introduction

Here | analyze the preservation and changes of place names in the historical city of Manila since
the end of the Spanish colonial rule in the Philippines in 1898. The changes of each place name are given,
they are classified according to their preservation and their linguistic filiation, and finally, | focus on the
new names substituting non-preserved place names. Manila’s 1898 map (De Gamoneda, 1898) is the
primary source and its data have been contrasted with other sources (Bach, 1920; Cavada & Méndez de
Vigo, 1876; Gealogo, 2011; Medina, 1992; Reed, 1978). Note that De Gamoneda’s map has been squared
for the sake of the location of items (4.A.1. Style Guidelines). For the linguistic and historical analysis of
each historical item (4.A.2. List), | especially consider the book Streets of Manila (Ira & Medina, 1977) and
Daluyan: A Historical Dictionary of the Streets of Manila (NHIP, 2006), without disregarding other
publications (Lesho & Sippola, 2018; Medina, 1992; Quilis & Casado-Fresnillo, 2008). | also use the

information on contemporary Spanish place names in Metro Manila given by 803 surveys all over the

urban area, my personal fieldwork, and contemporary sources (GoogleMaps, n.d.; Jersey, 2011). Field
data have been obtained between 2017 and 2020.

After this introduction, in section 4.2, | give some practical considerations for a better
understanding, paying special attention to eponyms. In section 4.3, the results are analyzed according to
preservation and linguistic criteria, while in section 4.4 such analysis is discussed. In appendix 4.A, |
individually study the whole list of historical place names. First, in 4.A.1, | describe the style used for the
place names list, explaining each item, and offering as much information as possible in the easiest way.
Then, in 4.A.2, all the place names found in Manila’s 1898 map (De Gamoneda, 1898) are listed and
studied, having a total of 373 entries but considering 376 names, as the map indicates a pair of names for
three entries. These names have been contrasted with other sources (Bach, 1920; Cavada & Méndez de

Vigo, 1876; Ira & Medina, 1977; NHIP, 2006).

4.2. Considerations Before the Analysis
The main goal of the present study is to analyze the preservation and linguistic characterization of place
names in Manila dated back to 1898.

| consider the place name’s proper noun and not the defining common noun -i.e., for the analysis
of Calle Bilbao, | take into consideration the proper noun Bilbao. It must be noted that Spanish defining
place names have been substituted by English ones: Avenue, Bay, Bridge, Church [Spanish Language Iglesia
is less common], Drive, Fort, Market, Street, River [Tagalog Language llog is less common], Road. The
exceptions are Estero -Spanish word for channel, estuary-, Isla -Isla de Convalencia, Isla de Romero- and
defining names related religious anthroponyms: Nifio, Nuestra, Padre, San, Santo, Santa, Sefiora. Plaza is

coincident in Spanish and English.
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If a place name is not preserved for the same place or for a close related place, then | study its
linguistic variation -note that the specificity ‘Not preserved’ between square brackets in the Current Name
section refers to the physical entity, not the linguistic item. The current corresponding entity and place
name is stated, even when both name and place may have changed: Hotel de Oriente was removed and
Tytana Plaza was built in its place; then, | establish that the Hispanic Hotel de Oriente has been substituted
by the Chinese Tytana -from the Chinese surnames Ty and Tan. Only in a few cases | consider place names
to be totally disappeared with no current preservation: Calzada de Ligiro, Cementerio [A3 A4], Cordeleria,
Dulumbayan, Talleres, Traida de Aguas, Tranvia a Malabdn. In the cases of Calle Vivas and C.P. Canin,
places are still preserved but transformed into unnamed tiny alleys. Calzada de Ligiro was not preserved
and the nearest and most similar street is Quirino Avenue, but they do not correspond, and the name
Ligiro disappeared. Traida de Aguas is not preserved and | take Calle de Sande and not Tranvia a Malabdn
to be the origins of current Nicolds Zamora Street. Talleres, Cordeleria, and Cementerio [A3 A4] are
occupied by compounds or slums with no distinctive corresponding name. Dulumbayan channel is drained
and its name is lost both for the channel and the surrounding area.

Some names are not preserved in the original place but in the surroundings. Sometimes, names
appear in adjunct places: Santiago Street is not in its initial location but in a close perpendicular street,
current Concordia Bridge does not correspond to map’s Puente de la Concordia but to a very close bridge
in the same district of Concordia, Calle Malacafidn is now Jose Laurel Street but the place name
Malacafiang is preserved for the close presidential palace. For these cases, the name is classified as
preserved, as there is a territorial and historical connection between the ancient and the new entities.
Some other times, same names appear in different places of the current Manila: historical Calle Divisoria,
Palumpong, or Umbuyan are not related to current Divisoria, Palumpong, and Umbuyan. For these cases,

| consider the names not to be preserved.
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Some old places have split into several entities and names. Calle Looban has split into Mahatma
Gandhi Street and Angel Linao Street, Timbugan Street is now Fugoso Street and Tomas Mapua Street, or
Calle Magdalena is now Bambang Street and Masangkay Street. Similarly, Estacién Central del Ferrocarril
a Dagupan, even if it is still a unity, is now known as Divisoria Station or Tutuban Station. For these cases,
| consider all the new names. As a result, the sum of all the new names does not coincide with the number
of ancient non-preserved names even when the differences are not significant.

The map states a pair of names for three entries: Paseo de la Luneta o de Alfonso XllI, Paseo de las
Aguadas o de Vidal, and Paseo de Santa Lucia o de Maria Cristina. As a result, there is a total of 376 names
in 1898’s map, but there are actually 373 entries. Luneta is preserved while Alfonso Xll is not, neither
Aguadas nor Vidal are preserved, and Santa Lucia is preserved in one of the gates to Intramuros but Maria
Cristina is not.

Pangasinan language appears in Dagupan -Pandaragupan: Meeting Point. However, as the whole
nominal phrases where Dagupan appears are Estacion Central del Ferrocarril a Dagupan and Linea de
Dagupan a Manila, both entries are analyzed as Hispanic: Estacién, Central, and Linea are not defining
nouns but necessary elements to designate the place. Following the same logic, Tranvia a Malabodn is
considered a Hispanic entry. Some other entries coincide in Tagalog language and other Philippine
languages -e.g., llaya, Balate, Limasana.

Spelling may offer some clues about Spanish phonetics and phonology in the Philippines at that
time. Confusion and ambiguity between ‘ce’, ‘ci’, ‘Z with ‘s’ are common: Benavides, Gastambide,
Gonzales, Legaspi, Urbistondo, but also the hypercorrection Farnecio. There is also a confusion between
‘r"and ‘I"in Colcuera, and between ‘c’ and ‘g’ in Gandara-Cantara, where both solutions are given in 1898’s

map. The latter is also found in the map’s Cunao, which corresponds to the present Gunao. There is also

a confusion between ‘0’ and ‘U’ in Fulgueras, and we find the common Tagalog confusion ‘f and ‘p’ in P.
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Paura. Some other times, ambiguity finds its cause in typo style, typo mistakes or different spelling
standards. Diacritics are elided most of the times: many acute accents are forgotten -although they can
be found in some cases they should not be: Rodriguez Arias [Rodriguez Arias]-, diaeresis in Echague
[Echaglie], and ‘i’ tilde in the case of Penarubia [Pefiarrubia). Spellings Reyna and Aceyteros are found in
Canal de la Reyna, Calle Reyna Cristina, and Aceyteros, and combination of preposition ‘de’ and female
article ‘la’ is written together in Calle dela Asuncion [Calle de la Asuncidn], as it is done nowadays in the
Filipino graphic representation of Spanish names. Finally, Calle Soledad in G4 is a mistake: it is recorded
in other coetaneous documents as Calle Soldado, which is preserved (Bach, 1920; Ira and Medina, 1977,
p. 194).

Most lIglesia are popularly preserved. Many times, the predominant defining name is Church -
even when Iglesia is still recognized-, they are named together with the district they are located, and they
usually acquire an Anglicized version as the official one: Santo Nifio de Tondo vs Archdiocesan Shrine of
Santo Nifio de Tondo, El Nazareno Negro or Quiapo Church vs Minor Basilica of the Black Nazarene,
Nuestra Sefiora del Pilar or Santa Cruz Church vs Our Lady of the Pillar Parish, San Lorenzo Ruiz Church or
Binondo Church vs Minor Basilica of Saint Lorenzo Ruiz, San Miguel Church or Malacaiiang Church vs Regal
Parish and National Shrine of Saint Michael and the Archangels. On the other hand, Archdiocesan Shrine
of Our Lady of Loreto Parish or Sampaloc Church is no longer known as Nuestra Sefiora de Loreto, while
Santo Nino de Pandacan Parish or Pandacan Church, and San Fernando de Dilao Parish or Paco Church,
are official and popular preserved names.

Mercado is almost lost as a defining name. In other Philippine languages, it is still used as market
or shop, while the Tagalog language Merkada is almost forgotten, at least in Metro Manila. Arroceros is
no longer a market but a park, but the name is preserved. The Hispanic proper names for the map

Mercado are historically preserved in the case of Arranque and Quinta: Mercado [Mercado in C3 D3] is
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now Arranque Market, and Mercado [Mercado in D3] is now Quinta Market and Fish Port. However, the
other close Mercado pointed in E3 near Quinta does not longer exist and it has been substituted by
Gaisano Tower, a private building. All these Mercado are not considered to be preserved, as the linguistic
Hispanic item printed in the map -i.e., Mercado- is lost both as a defining and a proper name, and the
proper name is not coined in 1898’s map -except for Arroceros, which is taken to be preserved as a park.

Puente is lost as a defining name. Some of the bridges have preserved historic proper names even
when they have been rebuilt, others have changed the name while being rebuilt and others totally
disappeared, and with them, their names. Preserved place names for bridges are Ayala, Blanco [In Disuse],
Pretil [now Pritil], Concordia [in a close bridge], San Marcelino, Meysic, and Tutuban [In Disuse]. Quinta is
not preserved in the bridge itself but in an adjunct market in D3. On the contrary, Azcdrraga, Chinesco,
Colgante, Debunao, Espana, Iris, Jold, Magdalena, Palomar, Prin, San Pedro, and Santa Cruz, they are lost.
As a tendency, the largest and most important bridges have changed their names, while the small bridges,
if preserved, they tend to keep their historical names too.

Finally, some names are labelled ‘In Disuse’. They are recognized by elderly people, usually low-
class elderlies who have lived in the area their entire lives, but they are not commonly used: Canal de la

Reina instead Estero de la Reina, Puente Blanco, Puente Tutuban, Tanduay.

4.2.1. Eponyms

Eponyms, and specially surnames, deserve special consideration. There are historical Hispanic and Tagalog
eponyms in the map -the specific case of Limasana can be interpreted from Tagalog language and from
other Philippine languages-, while nowadays in the corresponding places we can find English, Hispanic,

and Tagalog names, as well as the Arabic Rajah Sulayman, the Chinese Tytana, the German Blumentritt,
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the Hindi Mahatma Gandhi, and the probably Cebuano Lapu-Lapu. | consider Raxa Matanda a Tagalog
place name (Almario, 2003; Joaquin, 1990).

Hispanic eponyms do not constitute a linguistic unity, but they correspond to different Spanish,
European, and even African languages. There are several Basque eponyms -Arlegui, Basco, Echaglie,
Elizondo, Ezpeleta, Elcano, Goiti, Urbiztondo, etc.- and there is also the Hispanized Magallanes from the
Portuguese explorer Magalhdes. Lacoste seems to be originally Occitan or French, and digging deep into
some names’ origins, David is a Hebrew name, Numancia seems to be Celtic, Tetuan is the Hispanized
form of the original Berber Tittawin, and Gavey [Galvey] is a Hispanic eponym with Irish roots referring to
the Spanish lieutenant-colonel Guillermo Galvey. Similar for Tagalog classification, Limasana seems to
come from the Filipino eponym Limasawa, likely to be Cebuano but assumed in Tagalog. It is not the goal
of this research to explain the origins or to give a meaning for these names, but to classify them, and to
observe their variation in relation with Hispanic colonization and Tagalog roots. Finally, some surnames
are hispanized forms of Hokkien Chinese eponyms deeply rooted in the Philippine’s Hispanic history and
society: Quiotan in the historical map, or nowadays, Quezon, Gaisano, Lacson, and Ongpin. Note that |
consider Tytana a Chinese name, as it comes from Madame Ty-Tan, a woman born in China in 1908 who

migrated to the Philippines in 1946.

4.3. Analysis

There are 376 linguistic items in Manila’s 1898 map. 206 of them are preserved (54.79%), while 170 are
not (45.21%). For the non-preserved place names, we have 166 new place names, 123 of them are
Hispanic (74.1%), 31 are English (18.67%), 8 are Tagalog (4.82%), and 4 correspond to other languages
(2.41%). The difference between the number of non-preserved names and the new names is explained as

some entities and their names have disappeared, while others have split into different parts and names.
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There are 320 Hispanic historic place names in Manila’s 1898 map: 168 are preserved (52.5%)
while 152 are not (47.5%). Non-preserved names have been replaced by 147 new names: 108 new
Hispanic names (73.47%), 31 new English names (21.09%), 6 new Tagalog names (4.08%), and 2 new
names corresponding to other languages (1.36%).

There are 53 Tagalog historic place names in Manila’s 1898 map: 38 (71.7%) are preserved while
15 are not (28.3%). Non-preserved names have been replaced by 16 new names: 13 new Hispanic names
(81.25%), 2 new Tagalog names (12.5%), and the Hindi name Mahatma Gandhi for the former Looban
(6.25%).

Manila’s 1898 map shows three Hokkien Chinese place names: Calle de Jolé, Puente Jold, and
Calle de Sangleyes. These names were substituted by the Hispanic Juan Luna (twice: 66.66%) and the
German Blumentritt (33.33%). Hispanized Chinese mestizo surname Quiotan, has been substituted by the

Hispanic Sales.

4.4, Discussion
Place names depict the Geography, History, Linguistics, and Society of territories all over the world. In the

Philippine case, there are four main linguistic groups for place names: local place names -in the case of
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Manila, Tagalog place names-, place names coined by former Chinese and Muslim communities, Spanish
place names, and English place names.

With the end of the Spanish colonial rule in the Philippines and the beginning of the American
rule (Blount, 1913; Manila Merchant’s Association, 1908), most defining place names were substituted by
English equivalents: Avenue, Bay, Bridge, Church [Spanish Language Iglesia is less common], Drive, Fort,
Market, Street, River [Tagalog Language llog is less common], Road. However, a bit more than half of the
initial proper place names was preserved while the other half has been changed. Tagalog perdured as the
people’s language, historical Philippine dialect of Spanish language is almost lost in the whole country,
and English established as the new lingua franca. Nowadays, Tagalog is the language of middle and low
classes, while English is the common language for the rich districts of Metro Manila. Some upper-class
people can hardly speak Tagalog (Lesada, 2017).

Paradoxically, most of the new place names coined during the 20th century substituting the
former historical place names are Hispanic (74.1%). New English proper names suppose a 18.67% of the
total and new Tagalog place names only a 4.82% -note that | am not talking about all the new names
appeared in the megapolis, but only about the ones substituting disappeared names stated in 1898’s map.
The main reason is that new place names usually are anthroponyms referring to religious entities or
people relevant for the formation of the Philippine nation during the last part of the 19th century and the
20th century -artists, intellectuals, journalists, politicians. Most Filipinos and most of these influential
people present Hispanic names, due to family history, religion influence, and especially, due to Narciso
Claveria y Zaldla Decree of 1849 stating that every Filipino must have a family name chosen among the
established in the Catdlogo alfabético de apellidos (Claveria y Zaldua, 1849; also Caceres, 2010).

Chinese place names deserve special attention. It is sometimes said that Hokkien Chinese

community left no print in Manila’s and the Philippine’s place names (Lesho & Sippola, 2018, p. 323).
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However, Manila’s 1898 map shows some Hokkien Chinese place names: Calle de Jold, Puente Jolé, and
Calle de Sangleyes. Jolé comes from Ho Lang, Good People, and Sangleyes comes from Siang Lai, Sang-Li:
constantly coming, and from that, Chinese trader and Chinese person. These Chinese names were
changed by the Hispanic Juan Luna (twice: 66.66%) and the German Blumentritt (33.33%). We may also
consider here the Hispanized Chinese mestizo surname Quiotan, substituted by the Hispanic Sales.
However, in this analysis Quiotan is considered a Hispanic name for historical and cultural reasons in the
Philippines’ context -as well as the new names Quezon, Gaisano, Lacson, and Ongpin, and the original Irish
Galvay. Chinese influence not only is depicted in Hokkien Chinese place names but also appears in Spanish
and Tagalog place names referring the Chinese community: Meysic in Calle Meysic, Estero de Meysic, and
Puente Meysic -Tagalog Language May Intsik: Place populated by Chinese people- and Puente Chinesco -
Spanish Language: Chinese Bridge. All these names are in the historical Chinese area of Manila, north of
the Pasig River (Chu, 2010; Kloter, 2011).

Place names reflect geographical and social realities of territories. Urban place names tend to
focus on social dimensions that are not neutral: they reflect the society and individualities of different
times and communities, their political struggles, economic interests, and domination strategies (Berg &
Vuolteenaho, 2009; Calvet, 1974, pp. 79-86; Guillorel, 2008; Higman & Hudson, 2009, pp. 18-19; Shohamy
& Waksman, 2009, pp. 313-315). Place name coining and evolution differ between different places. In the
Hispanic case, American countries usually preserve and increase their Hispanic place names, different to
what happens in Western Sahara (Stolz & Warnke, 2016). The former countries acquired a Hispanic culture
as the national culture -most of the time, the culture of most of the population or the culture of the elites-
while the latter did not. The Philippines is a different case in which some of the Hispanic elements are

generally lost, like the Spanish language, while others are preserved. Among the preserved elements are
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eponyms and agionyms, which played a crucial role in place names coining during the 20th century, when

the newly Philippine independent nation developed.

4.A. List of Place Names

4.A.1. Style Guidelines

Each entry in presented following this style:

Coordinates. Translation [Final Considerations]

For example:

[Normative Formula] Name in the Map. Names are transcribed as they appear in the map, but first the
equivalent normative current European Spanish formula is written between square brackets. For names
totally written in capital letters in the map, | transcribe the first capital letter of each noun while the rest
of the word is written in lower case letters -e.g., Sanchez Barcaiztegui, Tranvia a Malabon, Puerto en
Proyecto, Binondo, Ermita, Intramuros, Malate, Pefiafrancia. Abbreviations are also explained in the
bracketed formula: Antonio, Baluarte, Calle, Capitania, Direccién, Estacidn, General, Militar, Padre, Pasaje,
Paseo, Plaza, Puente, San, Santa, Santo. The list is alphabetically ordered according to the normative
formula; if it coincides, then the list is alphabetically ordered according to the rest of parameters: Name

in the Map, Kind of Place, and Quadrant.
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Kind of Place. Kind of place or purpose of the original place: Bay, Bridge, Cemetery, City, Channel,
District, Educational Building, Factory, Hospital, Hotel, Island, Lighthouse, Market, Military Building, Moat,
Park, Port, Prison, Promenade, Public Building, Railway, Railway Station, Religious Building, Road, Square,
Street, Theater, Tram Station, Water Supply.

Quadrant. Map square location according to the following graticulate: bit.do/MapaManilal898.
The original map (De Gamoneda, 1898) can be found here:
https://legacy.lib.utextas.edu/maps/historical/manila_and_suburbs_1898.jpg.

Current Name. Preserved proper place names coincide here. However, most of the defining
names have been changed into English -e.g., Calle Barcelona vs Barcelona Street-, except for Estero, Isla,
and names defining religious anthroponyms: Nifilo, Nuestra, Padre, San, Santa, Santo, Sefiora. Plaza is
coincident in Spanish and English. If the name is preserved in an adjunct but different entity -e.g., Puente
de la Quinta vs Mercado de la Quinta, Muelle de la Quinta-, the place name is taken to be preserved and
the current name is also indicated -Carlos Palanca Bridge.

If a place name is not preserved for the same place or for a close related place, then | study its
linguistic variation and | indicate the current corresponding entity and place name, even when both name
and place may have changed. For instance, Hotel de Oriente was removed and Tytana Plaza was built in
its place. Then, | establish that the Hispanic Hotel de Oriente has been substituted by the Chinese Tytana
-from the Chinese surnames Ty and Tan. Only in a few cases place names are considered totally
disappeared with no current preservation: Calzada de Ligiro, Cementerio [A3 A4], Cordeleria,
Dulumbayan, Talleres, Traida de Aguas, Tranvia a Malabdn. More information about these cases is given

in the analysis considerations.
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Additional information about the current entity and the current name may be given between
square brackets in this Current Name section. Note that the label ‘Not preserved’ in this Current Name
section specifically refers to the physical entity.

Coordinates. Decimal degrees geographical coordinates are given for all the entries in order to
allow readers and researchers to obtain accurate physical information of the places. For big entities like
districts or roads, a middle point is taken. Geographical coordinates are more useful and offer more
rigorous information than descriptions.

Translation. English translation for the map’s names is provided. Defining names are always
translated. Proper names also are translated, except for eponyms. For agionyms or religious
anthroponyms, and cities, translations are given if they are rooted in the English tradition -e.g., Saint
Michael, Saint Peter, Saint Raphael, Seville- but the original formula is preserved if it does not have an
English traditional equivalent -e.g., Saint Lorenzo Ruiz. If the original Spanish place name has the
preposition ‘de’ in 1898’s map, then it is translated using the English ‘of -i.e., Calle de Anda is translated
as Street of Anda, but Calle Morga is Morga Street. When preposition ‘de’ is part of the whole person’s
name, the Spanish solution is preserved -e.g., Calle Lope de Vega is translated as Lope de Vega Street.

[Final Considerations]. Additional information is given between square brackets, at the end of
some entries or sometimes next to the Current Name section if such additional information refers to the
current entity. First, | indicate if the name is preserved and | may give some characteristics of its
preservation, if it has -e.g., shortened place, extended place, preserved in a different close and related
entity. If it is a Tagalog place name, its etymology is added. For that, | mainly rely on Isagani Medina’s
linguistic comments in Streets of Manila (Ira & Medina, 1977) and in the book Daluyan: A Historical

Dictionary of the Streets of Manila (NHIP, 2006). Other sources consulted for specific entries are
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conveniently cited. If the given information is not clear, a question mark ‘?” is added. That happens in

Angyahan, Ligiro, Sagat, Singalong, Tanque, and Tondo.

Social Place Names of Metro Manila

Place names mirror the social history of a territory, its daily life, and relations of its settlers. Hispanic
historical social place names in Manila depict the society of the city during the colonial period. In the
following pages, | extract and explain the living Hispanic social toponyms coined before the battle of
Manila in 1945, and | discuss the different activities, peoples, and economic classes they depict. | conclude
that different areas were prone to administrative, financial, leisure, military, non-profit, rural, transport,

and working-class activities: the distance to the heart in Intramuros witnessed their relevance.

5.1. Introduction

Here | analyze the preserved Hispanic place names indicating social activities before the battle of Manila
in 1945. These place names are in current use and they describe social steady and continuous activities
over past time. They do not refer to specific events or moments, to eponyms, to appellatives pointing to
specific personalities or figures, to private non-social entities or to virtues with no straight relation to the
area they are naming, and they are classified according to these categories: Financial, Leisure, Military,
Non-profit, Other social function, Public Administration, Rural, Transport, Working-class. Note that
Working-class refers to labor activities different from financial, military, administrative, and rural works.
Transport points to the most relevant traffic places and infrastructures, like main roads, passages,

terminals, and stations. Among other social functions’ items, there are metaphorical names depicting the

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social life of the area -e.g., Hormiga-, police stations, private entities with a social function, relevant event
venues or meeting points, representative social buildings, supply infrastructures, and names depicting the
social-urban nature of the area -e.g., Mestizo, Poblacion, Visita. Some place names are classified into
different categories -e.g., ‘Revellin del Parian’ is classified as Military (Revellin) and Working-class (Parian).
For introduction, explanation, and analysis, | maintain the most popular or the official spelling, even if it
does not coincide with the Spanish normative option.

Toponyms coined according to other previous places in Metro Manila with no straight historical,
social, or territorial relation are not considered -e.g., ‘Muralla Street’ in ‘New Intramuros Village’
(Coordinates: 14.669942, 121.071954). Similar, historical names with no direct connection with the social
life and group activities in the territory are not the subject of this chapter, even when some of these places
were and are still popular in the whole city -e.g., Ermita, Ermitaio, Paco. Entities preserved under an
English name version are not listed -e.g., ‘Paco Park and Cemetery’, previously ‘Cementerio de Paco’ or
‘Cementerio General de Dilao’- and neither are the virtues’ place names coined in Spanish language during
1911, one year after the Era of Suppressed Nationalism -a decade in which the American rulers persecuted
any Philippine identity manifestation (Ira & Medina, 1977, p. 153): Alegria (Happiness), Constancia
(Constancy), Economia (Economy), Firmeza (Firmness), Honradez (Honesty), Lealtad (Loyalty), Pureza
(Purity), Reposo (Repose), Silencio (Silence), Sobriedad (Sobriety), Sosiego (Calm), Trabajo (Labor, Work),
Verdad (Truth).

After this introduction, | discuss the quantitative preservation of the historical social place names
according to the categories above stated, and | offer some space patterns around Intramuros, the heart
of the historical Manila, demonstrating that preserved Hispanic toponyms depict the social life and
evolution of the city, and defending that the more powerful a social group was, the closer to Intramuros

it was placed.
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The analysis of each place name is given in appendix 5.A, considering first the name itself, and
then the functions and the historical changes the place has had -e.g., ‘Casa Asilo de Nuestra Sefiora de la
Consolacién de Mandaloya’ is currently an educational institution whose origins are in the asylum the
place name points, so it is analyzed as an asylum. First, in 5.A.1. Style Guidelines, | describe the style used
for the place names list, explaining each element of the description, and offering as much information as
possible in the easiest way. Then, in 5.A.2. List, all the preserved Hispanic historical social place names are
listed, having a total of 183 entries but considering 199 elements, as some place names have been

classified in more than one category.

5.2. Analysis
There are 183 Hispanic historical social place names currently preserved in Metro Manila, making a total
of 199 considered items. The difference between the number of place names and the sum of considered
items by category is explained as some place names have been classified under more than one category.
Note that place names belonging to a family of place names but adding some linguistic extra features have
been separately considered, and they have been included in both the 183 historical social items and the
specific categories -e.g., ‘Puerta de Almacenes’, inside ‘Almacenes’ family entry, has been separately
considered as it adds the information about Puerta and the military structure in Intramuros wall. ‘Fuente
de Carriedo’ in Plaza Santa Cruz has not been considered in the analysis as it left no print in its historical
location in Sampaloc.

Out of the 199 considered items, there are 61 Working-class place names (30.65%), 41 Military
place names (20.6%), 21 Rural place names (10.55%), 15 Transport places names (7.54%), 14 Public

Administration and Government place names (7.04%), 10 Non-profit place names (5.03%), nine Financial
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place names (4.52%), seven Seisure place names (3.52%), and 21 place names referring to Other Social
Functions (10.55%).

There are 61 Hispanic historical working-class place names in Metro Manila. These items are
found in Binondo (10), Navotas (6), San Nicolas (6), Quiapo (5), Makati (4), Ermita (3), Malabon (3), Port
Area (3), Tondo (3), Caloocan (2), Pandacan (2), Pasig (2), Sampaloc (2), Intramuros, Marikina, Paco, Pasay,
Quezon City, Santa Ana, Santa Cruz, Santa Mesa, Taguig, and Valenzuela. Production, distribution, and
trading activities were carried out almost in every settlement of the historical Manila region. Intramuros
only presents the name Parian, referring to a trading area outside the walls, and Binondo, San Nicolas,
and Quiapo present the majority of working-class place names as they were trade and distribution centers
for the whole city, with an incipient industry in Binondo -e.g., Soda, Industria, Insular- that gave rise to
Manila’s bourgeoise during the 19th and 20th centuries (Doeppers, 1984). Many streets reflect historical
guild labors, and all the items in Navotas and Port Area print fishing and shipping activities. ‘Fuente de
Carriedo’ in Plaza Santa Cruz is not considered, as it was initially placed in Sampaloc and it left no
toponymical print in its historical location.

There are 41 Hispanic historical military place names in Metro Manila. 32 are in Intramuros, while
the rest are in Malate (3), San Juan (2), Quezén City, San Nicolas, Tondo, and Valenzuela. Camarilla in
Camp Aguinaldo, Quezon City, corresponds to incipient Philippine military activities, Tangke (Spanish
Language Tanque: Tank) in Valenzuela prints an episode in the Philippine-American war, and Torre (La
Torre, Torera) in Tondo corresponds to a pre-Hispanic fortification.

There are 21 Hispanic historical rural place names in Metro Manila. These items are found in
Caloocan (3), Las Pifias (3), Quezon City (2), Quiapo (2), Valenzuela (2), Ermita, Makati, Malabon, Marikina,
Muntinlupa, Parafiaque, Pasig, Pateros, and Tondo. Most of them are found on the outskirts of the

historical urban settlements of Metro Manila, except for the items in Quiapo (Escaldo, Quinta), Makati
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(Casa Hacienda), and Ermita (Provisor). According to Daluyan, Escaldo refers to burn ground (NHIP, 2006,
p. 30), although some informants explain the name in terms of the candle production to supply Quiapo
Church. Quinta and ‘Casa Hacienda’ refer to previous farming country houses beside Pasig River, and
Provisor refers to distribution of essential goods -more than production. Note that many preserved rural
place names on the outskirts of Metro Manila are not Hispanic but Tagalog.

There are 15 Hispanic historical transport place names in Metro Manila, spread all over the region.
They tend to be on the outskirts of the historical main settlements, and they refer to land and water
transport. These items are found in Navotas (4), Taguig (2), Tondo (2), Valenzuela (2), Caloocan, Las Piias,
Muntinlupa, Pasay, and Santa Ana. All the place names in Navotas refer to water transport (ferry
terminals, Badeo), while some items to the north of the region (Pritil in Tondo, Reparo in Caloocan, ‘Paso
de Blas’ and Parada in Valenzuela) depict the transport route to the north of Luzon used during the Spanish
period. Note the interesting case of Estacion for the train station in Pasay.

There are 14 Hispanic historical place names in Metro Manila related to public administration and
political powers. 11 are in the historical district of Intramuros, Palacio de Malacafiang is in San Miguel,
Kapitolyo is in Pasig -formerly Rizal Province-, and ‘Casa Consulado’ is in Quiapo. Kapitolyo and ‘Casa
Consulado’ are related to public administration and political powers after the Spanish rule in the
Philippines, while the 11 place names located in Intramuros are related to the Spanish administration.

There are 10 Hispanic historical non-profit place names in Metro Manila. Four of them are in Paco,
two of them in ‘Isla de Convalencia’ -initially ‘Isla de Convalecencia’, an island in the Pasig River, in the
district of San Miguel and bordering Ermita and Paco-, two of them are in Sampaloc, one is in Malabon
and another one in Mandaluyong. Except for the last ones in Malabon (Asilo de Huerfanos) and

Mandaluyong (Casa Asilo de Nuestra Sefiora de la Consolacién de Mandaloya), they are not distant from
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Intramuros. All of them focused on supporting impoverished people, although ‘Asociacidn Feminista
Filipina’ also worked on feminist activism.

There are nine Hispanic historical financial place names in Metro Manila. Two of them in
Intramuros (Aduana, Almacenes) also related to the administrative and military activities during the
Spanish period, while the other seven in Binondo reflect the private activities of a bourgeoise that became
more and more influential on the other side of the Pasig River, facing Intramuros.

There are seven Hispanic historical leisure place names in Metro Manila. Some of them reflect
upper-class leisure options: ‘Casa Tesoro’ (crafts and auction house) in Ermita, Hipddromo (hippodrome)
in Makati and Santa Mesa, Panciteria (pancit restaurant) in Binondo. Others, distant from Intramuros,
depict more popular hobbies: Matadero (cockpit arena) in Malabon, or Pelota (pelota court) in Las Pifias.

Finally, there are 21 elements under the label ‘Other social function’. Three of them refer to event
venues or meeting points for different social groups: ‘El Casa Katipunero’ in Malabon, ‘Plaza Liga Filipina’
in Tondo, and ‘Casino Espafiol de Manila’ in Ermita. Two of them refer to stations of the Spanish Civil Gard:
‘Cuartel del Guardia Civil’ in Pasig, and Reten in Sampaloc. Poblacion (Caloocan, Makati, Mandaluyong,
Muntinlupa, Pateros, Valenzuela), Visita in Makati, and Divisoria in Tondo describe the social-urban nature
of the territory. ‘El Deposito’ and Tuberias refer to water supply infrastructures developed in San Juan
during the Spanish period. Mestizo in San Nicolas describes the community living in the street and area.
There are two socially relevant buildings in Santa Ana: Simboryo and Revellin. Malaria in Caloocan seems
to indicate the area has been historically prone to malaria disease, while Hormiga (Binondo) and Quiricada
(Santa Cruz) metaphorically describe the living busy streets and areas.

Most administrative and military place names are in Intramuros, the core of the Spanish Manila.
Aduana and Almacenes had both financial and administrative functions, while Parian is the only place

name in Intramuros pointing to other kind of activity. However, this working-class place name inside
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Intramuros points to a place outside the walls. Outside Intramuros, but still close, on the other side of the
Pasig River, most financial place names are found in Binondo. This district hosted all the financial names
except for Aduana and Almacenes, at the same time classified under two categories. Note that Manila’s
bourgeoise raised in Binondo during the 19th and 20th centuries. In another step or ring, a little further
from Intramuros, most non-profit place names are found (Paco, Sampaloc, San Miguel), as well as some
leisure activities, the ones related to upper classes: hippodromes in Santa Mesa and Makati, a restaurant
in Binondo, or a crafts and auction house in Ermita. On the contrary, Matadero (cockpit arena in Malabon)
and Pelota (pelota court in Las Pifias) are found on the outskirts.

Working-class place names’ patterns are more complex, as they are spread all over the analyzed
territory. However, the larger number of items in the areas surrounding Intramuros, especially on the
other side of the Pasig River (Binondo, Quiapo, San Nicolas), indicates more economic and working
activities. In the case of Binondo, these names alternate financial place names, as trading activities and
incipient industrial production, many times linked to mestizo communities -e.g., Mestizo- and liberal
professions -e.g., Prensa-, gave rise to Manila’s bourgeoisie at the end of the Spanish period and during
the American period (Doeppers, 1984). In other places, guilds and specific working groups are
appreciated: in Port Area and Navotas all the working-class place names are related to fishing and shipping
activities, and in the specific case of Navotas, all the transport place names are linked to water
transportation. In any case, working-class place names tend to be closer to Intramuros than rural and
transport place names, the last and further space categories.

Rural and transport place names are commonly located on the outskirts of Metro Manila, further
than working-class items. They were farming areas where the main routes to the north and the south of
Luzon were established during the Spanish period. The few closer rural place names refer to initial farming

activities later abandoned (Quinta, Casa Hacienda) or to distribution more than production areas
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(Provisor). Transport place names are linked to the main land routes or water infrastructures, the former

on the outskirts of Manila, and the latter surrounding creeks, rivers, and Manila Bay.

5.A. List of Place Names

5.A.1. Style Guidelines

Each entry in presented following this style:

[Normative Formula] Name. Current Kind of Place. Other Names. Coordinates.
Translation. Historical Category. Explanation and Other Considerations.
For example:

[Almacén de Pdélvora] Almacen de Polvora. Historical Building. El Polvorin. 14.605822,

121.022654. Ammunition Dump. Military. Small building constructed in San Juan in 1778

that served as an ammunition dump during the Spanish period.

[Normative Formula] Name. Popular and official name spelling is preserved, but first the equivalent
current normative Spanish formula is written between square brackets: [Almacén de Pdlvora] Almacen de
Polvora. Philippine names almost coincident with Spanish names are written following the Filipino or
popular spelling norms, after the Spanish normative formula stated between square brackets: [Cinco]
Singco.

The list is alphabetically ordered according to the Normative Formula. If some items coincide,
then it is alphabetically ordered according to the rest of parameters: Name, Current Kind of Place, and
Coordinates.

Abbreviations are also explained in the bracketed formula, and Hispanic historical names losing

popularity are signaled under the label ‘In Disuse’ between square brackets.
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Current Kind of Place. Kind of place or purpose of the current place: Avenue, Barangay, Bridge, Bus Station,
Cockpit Arena, Creek, District, Educational Building, Extension, Event Venue, Ferry Terminal, Fire Station,
Fountain, Health Center, Historical Building, Historical Business, Island, Landmark, Lighthouse, Market,
Museum, Pass, Park, Playground, Police Station, Port, Pumping Station, Religious Building, Reservoir,
Residential Area, Residential Building, River, Road, Sports Facilities, Street, Square.

Barangay is a popular administrative division in the Philippines, similar to a neighborhood for big

cities, a district in small cities, and a village in rural areas.

Other Names. Other names for the same place. If these other names are currently in use, Hispanic, and
historical , then separate entries are stated for all the options, relating the different solutions in their
respective sections ‘Other Names’ -e.g., Different entries are written for ‘Almacen de Polvora’ and ‘El
Polvorin’, stating the alternative solution in their ‘Other Names’ section, and they are treated as different
elements in the final analysis, as such names are unique and the present study focuses in names and not
in places.

Baluarte and Baluartillo, Faro and Farola, El Hogar and El Hogar Filipino, they are gathered and
discussed together in the same entry, stating both options in the section ‘Name’ and separating them with
comma.

Old Hispanic names not in use today but still interesting for the historical analysis are pointed
under the label ‘Old Name’ between square brackets. Hispanic historical names losing popularity are
signaled under the label ‘In Disuse’ between square brackets. Normative Spanish spelling for these other
place names is not given in this section, but in their proper differentiate entries between square brackets

before their current common names (see section ‘[Normative Formula] Name’).
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Coordinates. Decimal degrees geographical coordinates are given for all the entries, in order to allow
readers and researchers to obtain accurate physical information of the places. For big entities like districts
or roads, a middle point is taken. Geographical coordinates are more useful and offer more rigorous

information than descriptions.

Translation. English translation is provided. Defining names are always translated. For agionyms or
religious anthroponyms, translations are given if they are rooted in the English tradition -e.g., Saint
Andrew, Saint Lucy, Saint Michael. If the original Spanish place name has the preposition ‘de’, then it is
translated using the English ‘of” -i.e., ‘Puerta de Almacenes’ is translated as ‘Gate of Warehouses’, but

‘Puerta Real’ is ‘Royal Gate’'.

Explanation and Other Considerations. A short explanation and additional information are given at the
end of each entry. Dates, places -current city in Metro Manila, or district in the City of Manila-, historical
evolution, social functions, Tagalog influences, and other relevant facts are indicated.

First, the historical name is given after the normative formula between square brackets, followed
by its translation, historical category, and explanation with other considerations. Then, in the following
lines, current entities including the historical place name are listed after their normative formulas
between square brackets, and followed by their current kind of place, and coordinates; additional
sections, like translation, historical category, and explanation with other considerations, are added if
pertinent, but they do not repeat the information previously stated. Both the historical name and current
entities follow the guidelines here stated.

The same Hispanic place name may be historically present and preserved in different areas of
Manila. If so, the name constitutes a family of entries and the number of places the name refers is
indicated after its name -e.g., [Hipddromo] Hipodromo, Hippodromo (2). For Intramuros, Las Pifias, and
Zapote, there is a vast number of items including their names, and | analyze the settlements and their
names in a generic entry. In the case of ‘[Poblacién] Poblacion (6)’, there are six areas with a vast number
of items including the toponym, and | analyze the generic name Poblacion as a family of entries followed

by generic entries for each area.

Las Pinas. City. 14.4445, 120.9939. The Pineapples, The Rocks. Rural. There are two explanations for its
etymology: an option considers pineapple’s farming and dealing (Las Pifias: The Pinneapples), and another
explanation relates the place name to the surrounding rocks used for construction (Las Pefias: The Rocks);

according to historical documentation, both solutions are plausible, but | consider the latter to be more
feasible. The toponym is spread all over the city.
